Water is the only and necessary source of satisfaction
of basic human needs, primarily for maintaining their
health, providing safe food, cleanliness and preservation
of ecosystems on the planet.

Life cannot exist without water, because it is the
guarantor of the preservation of humanity, in everyday
life, like blood flows in human veins, and its termination
in an instant will disrupt the course of life, destroy the
colorfulness and flowering of beautiful nature.

Water plays an important role in the formation of the
body and metabolism occurs through it. Curiously, 65-80
percent of the mass of the human body and 90 percent
of the mass of the human brain are composed of water,
a small amount of water exists in the composition of hu-
man hair, bones and skin.

Water is the greatest property of man; in the entire
history of the spiritual thought of mankind, it has always
been under special close attention. In the view of man-
kind, in the history of world civilization in the religions
of Zoroastrianism, Judaism, Buddhism, Christianity and
Islam, water as a heavenly miracle occupies a great place
and position. In the folk and cultural representation, in
the scientific and philosophical interpretation of water,
both in ancient times and in the Middle Ages, primary
attention was paid to its spiritual and moral role and sig-
nificance in human life.

the waters of the oceans, glaciers on land and icebergs of
the seas and inside the clouds of the planet Earth. If you
pay attention to the thickness of the earth, you can also
see water there. Hence, it turns out that water is found
everywhere and without being mistaken, one can say not
the planet Earth, but the planet Water. It is thanks to wa-
ter and air that mankind was able to choose the earth as
its place of residence and stay.

According to the famous Russian scientist I. Lvovich,
4 billion years ago there was no water on the globe. Over
the course of four billion years, the volume of the hy-
drosphere was 20 million cubic kilometers. Fresh water
accounts for only three percent of the water resources of
the planet Earth. Only one percent of it is available, and

if used rationally, it can meet the needs of 12 billion peo-

ple'.
To clarify and interpret such a priceless asset and fac-

tor in the existence of life, we can turn to the valuable
human philosophy of ancient Greece. The philosophy
of ancient Greece, one of the main goals of which is the
search and finding of the fundamental principle of the
emergence of the world, considers water to be the most
important factor in this process.

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In his work “Theogony” (a collection of myths and
legends about the appearance and origin of the Gods),
Hesiod, showing the cleansing properties of water, at
the beginning of his book notes that (the gods), washing
their delicate body in the course of the Permes River, in
the spring of Hippocrenus and in the sacred waters of
Olmeya, began their round dance on the top of Mount
Helikon'.

The thinkers of ancient Greece first sought to dis-
cover the root of what all substances came from. And of
course, such significant concepts as fire, air, apeiron were
proposed as such a fundamental principle, but among
them Water occupies a central place. One of the famous
scientists of ancient Greece named Thales calls Water as a
fundamental principle (place of origin, essence, source)?.

Of course, in those days, the concept of the funda-
mental principle was understood as that substance, from
the composition of which all nature and living beings ap-
peared. Therefore, the ancient Greek thinkers perceived
water both figuratively and literally”.

It should be noted that according to some primary
sources, stories, myths and legends about the appearance
of man and the recognition as sacred of the life-giving
primary elements that existed in the Greek and culture
of the Tajik and Persian peoples, but the roots and funda-
mental ideas basically originate from the civilization of
our ancestors. Respectful and respectful treatment of wa-
ter is also one of these factors and is a result of the influ-

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ence of our ancient culture on the Greek cultural system.

At the same time, the topic of water is at the center of
the philosophy of Greece, Greek historians, referring the
ascension and praise of water to the ancient Aryans, not-
ed: “The Persians did not celebrate, did not urinate in the
water, did not spit in the water, and did not wash in open
reservoirs”, which, of course, touched running water,
which should be away and out of the reach of sewage'.

In Islamic culture and in the holy book “Quran”, wa-
ter in the sphere of creation occupies a special place and
position, and water was created by Almighty Allah be-
fore all earthly beings. The holy book “Quran” says: “We
created all living beings out of water.”

In the religion of Islam, water occupies a special posi-
tion, and every Muslim before prayer performs ablution
with water, that is, he cleans his body with water before
praying. Therefore, water is considered sacred?.

Thus, water is considered the most valuable property
of Allah and in this holy book 63 times various properties
and qualities of water in people’s lives are cited.

Almighty Allah created all living earthly beings, the
essence of which consists of water, not without wisdom
and meaning, but for a reason. Water is called price-
less wealth and a free gift. Therefore, we call water the
source of life, for where there is water, prosperity, peace
and tranquility and abundance reign there. Water is the
source and fundamental principle of all earthly beings, a
great resource that gives life and the world freshness and
beauty, purity and prosperity.

In the most valuable work “The History of Tabari”
Balami says: “Then Almighty Allah created everything
and everyone out of water. After the sky was created
from water, the heavenly water boiled in seven places,
and foam came out ... and the earth was created from that
foam. And subsequently, all earthly affairs are always as-
sociated with water ... “!.

The concept, essence, properties and necessity of the
importance of water can be found from other religious
sources, the study of which is also important.

In the holy book of the Christian religion, the Bible
states that water is an unorganized (unchanging, con-
stant) substance, and at the beginning of the creation
of the world it was created by God after the Earth and
Heaven. This book speaks 96 times about the importance,
characteristics and merits of water, and a person is called
to respect and revere it”.

Also, the book speaks in detail about Noah’s flood,
i.e. world flood of the time of the Monk Noah, there is an
analysis of the restoration and revival of life on Earth °.

In the ancient Jewish edition of the Hebrews Torah,
in the chapter “Hovot Alevavot”, water after wind (air)
is named the second important property of a person’s
characteristics. The famous Jewish (Israeli) philosopher
Rambam emphasized that according to the teachings of
the Talmud, a person should drink water before desire

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appears, since 65 percent of the human body is water and
it regularly participates in the metabolic process in the
body".

In Judaism, water has an important meaning and es-
sence, and especially flowing waters (rivers) are of the
highest value, they consider bathing to be a means of pu-
rification, strengthening and revival of the spirit. Most
importantly, they treat running water as “living water”?.

Buddhism considers water a sign of inexhaustible be-
ing (existence), equates it with the shrines of being. Cut-
ting off the water (river) is considered to be a transition
through the world of thoughts and entry into a transpar-
ent being’.

According to Shinto, the traditional religion of the
Japanese, and according to the teachings of this religion,
waterfalls are considered sacred structures and bathing
in them cleanses the spirit and body is getting cleansed
of filth and impurity*.

Thus, we can conclude that in many religions and
confessions water is recognized as a unique sacred value,
and they indicate the property of water as a means of
cleansing the body and spirit from filth and impurity°.

The theme of the sanctity of this natural wealth is
mentioned and set forth in all the myths and legends of
the peoples and nations of the world, this is especially
clearly and clearly expressed in the cultural heritage of
the Tajiks and Persians and is an expression of the sancti-

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ty of this natural miracle’.

In the culture and civilization of our ancestors, espe-
cially in the book of the Avesta, the role and place of wa-
ter in human life and the qualities of a free Aryan woman
are very clearly expressed. And therefore, in the Avesta,
water and cultural life, and the development of human
civilization are inextricably linked?.

In this book, in the part of Yashts that have come
down to our days, the God of water occupies a special
place’.

One of the high-content yashts is dedicated to the an-
gel of water Aredvisur (Anahito). Aredvisur - Anahito is
the name of a large river flowing from Mount Hukaro
and flowing into the Farohkrat Sea. Thousands of rivers
and streams flow from this river, irrigating the entire
land. This river is a symbol of “the water of the world”
and “the mother of rivers and seas”.

Each of the rivers and streams flowing from the
Aredvisur are so large that the rider, even in 40 days,
cannot ride them far and wide. These rivers, embracing
the whole world, provide it with water, and on the banks
of each of them a thousand-column palaces with a thou-
sand gates for Aredvisur were erected. Each palace has
a clean bed for Anohito. Anokhito is a young, beautiful,
tall woman, prominent, with an open, clean, kind face,
with snow-white hands, high-breasted, with a thin waist
tied with a narrow sash.

Anohito, flying through the sky in a golden chariot
drawn by four horses, controls the waters of the world.
She is dressed in gold clothes, she is wearing a golden
necklace, bracelets and shod in gold boots, gold quad-
rangular earrings sparkle in her ears’.

Anohito is one of the most ancient and famous angels
in the religion of Mazdo Yasno (Zoroastrianism). As we
know, in the Mazdo Yasno religion, there are four natu-
ral elements: water, earth, fire and air that are considered
sacred, and each of these elements had its own angel.

The full name of the angel of water Aredvisura-Ano-
hito consists of three parts. The first part “ared” means to
rise, grow, develop, increase, rejoice, “Ordvi” is the name
of the river “sura” is power, strength, mighty and Anohi-
to means purity. Temples of this angel existed through-
out Ariana from antiquity to the rise of Islam. Anohito
was worshiped in Greece by the name Artemis and the
Romans named Diana. Anokhito in Sogd, Khorezm and
Bactria was called “Nana”, which means mother. The an-
gel of the city of Penjikent was called Nana, and the kings
minted coins with this name.

In the Anokhito poem, which is considered one of the
oldest and largest poems, we can see the names of fa-
mous Aryans, including Jamshed, Khushang, Zahkhok,
Faridun, Afrosiyab, Kaykovus, Kaykhusrav, Tus, Nuzar,
Kai Gushtasp, his vizier Jomosp and others.

In the sacred book “Avesto” the role of the angel of
water Aredvisur is really highly noted. It also emphasiz-
es that ”... Ahuramazda addresses Spitamon Zarathustra:

Honor and praise Aredvisu-
ra Anokhito, flowing everywhere, which gives healing,
drives out divas and protects everyone, as you would
praise me”".

From the wisdoms cited, we can see that the role and
significance of the angel of water are so great that Ahu-
ramazda - the Great deity, the God of goodness orders
Zarathustra, the prophet of the Zoroastrian religion, to
worship and praise Aredvisura - Anohito.

At the same time, in the chapter “Oboi yasht”, in
small Siruzak the tenth day of the month was created on
the day of “Good waters of the month Mazdo”, which is
dedicated to the Water of Aredvisura - Anohito ashavan,
all waters created by Mazdo and all plants created by
Mazdo ”and the 10th day Big Siruzak is also dedicated to
praising the angel of water?.

One of the most important aspects in praising the An-
gel of Water in the history of our ancestors is the presence
of the Temple of Water (a place of worship), which today
led to the emergence of lengthy discussions among sci-
entists and researchers of this field. The presence of such
temples dating back to the Sassanid period was discov-
ered by archaeologists on the territory of modern Iran.

On the territory of Central Asia, the discovery of
one of the most important historical monuments named
Karon in Tajikistan in 2013 made it possible to identify
important signs of the “Temple of the water of the river
Vanagu Doitya-Doitya the Kind”, dating back to ancient
historical eras.

There are many disputes about the location of this

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river. Some talk about the Zarafshan river, other scien-
tists lean towards the Amu and Pyanj rivers. Academi-
cian Yusufshokh Yakubshokh is of the opinion that the
Vanagukh Doitya river is the modern Pyanj and most of
the Aryan myths and legends are connected with the Do-
ityo river. On the banks of this river Ahuramazda, the
Great deity of the Aryans created the first man, that is,
Kayumars'.

In the valleys of Kulyab, Vakhsh and Zarafshan and
other regions, archaeologists have discovered a wide ex-
panded network of canals and irrigation cavities (under-
ground irrigation systems). The steppe nomadic invad-
ers, having destroyed these nets, turned most of the fertile
lands into hungry steppes, lifeless dry salt marshes. On
the territory of modern Kulyab, two mahallas are named
after the ancient irrigation system “korez” (kariz), and
although the irrigation systems themselves have disap-
peared over a long historical period, their names such as
“Korezi Bolo” (Upper Kariz) and “Korezi Poyon” (Lower
kariz) have been preserved as a memory.

Such scientific discoveries, research and archaeolog-
ical excavations are evidence that since ancient times,
Central Asia, in particular Tajikistan, had water sources.

One of our outstanding scientists Aburaikhon Beruni
in his work “Osor-ul-Bakiya” (The Remaining Heritage)
notes: “The eleventh day of Isfandruz is called” Khur ”,
which is the second Gohanbor. On this day, the Almighty
created water. The eighth month of the year and the tenth
day of the month are named for this element “Obon”.
The water element has two guardian angels: one Apam

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Napat (Aretpara) and the other Anahito or Nohid, which
is mentioned as a special guardian angel of water and the
chapter “Obon - Yasht” speaks of his greatness and pow-
er. The full name of this angel is Aredvisura Nohid and
since it is muannas (female, as opposed to male), some-
times the word “bonu” (lady) is added to the beginning
of this name'.

It should be emphasized that in the traditions of
Navruz, the concept of the sanctity of water as a life-giv-
ing element is also preserved and for the veneration of
water the tenth day of Navruz is called the “Day of Liv-
ing Water” and is sometimes called the holiday “Obreza-
gon” (Aquarius)>.

The influence of water in important matters of cre-
ation is also at the center of attention in Indian mythol-
ogy. The “Ramayana” poem tells that there was water
everywhere, and the earth was created in water, and
Brahma in the guise of a wild boar entered and pulled
the earth out of the water and created the universe’.

It is also described that Vishnu, one of the three pow-
erful Indian deities of water, before the creation of this
world, was engaged in water pollution and spreading in-
fectious diseases, and therefore he was named Narayana,
i.e. moving on water.

Gardesi in his book “Zain-ul-akhbor” cites that one
of the castes of ancient India was “worshipers of water”

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and they also said that water is an angel and water is the
essence of all animals and plants, the essence of all life.
Then a custom was created entirely dedicated to water,
testifying to the sacred significance of the place and the
role of water in the life of Hindus'.

In the Semitic-Hamites(Arabs and Jews) legends, a
very important place is also assigned to the role of water
in creation. As an appearance is given: “... And the Al-
mighty said:” That there was a firmament between the
waters and separated the waters and Allah created the
sky and separated the heavenly waters from under the
sky “and so it became ... And the Almighty said:” Let the
heavenly waters be gathered in one place, and dry land
appears, “so it happened, and Allah called the land the
Earth and called all the waters a river”.

The history of Tajik literature testifies that our glo-
rious ancestors, poets and writers, thinkers and experts
in science and culture, including Abuabdulloh Rudaki,
Firdavsi, Ibn Sino, Nosir Khusrav, Umar Khayyam, Saa-
di, Soib, Hofiz, Kamol, Mavlono Jaloluddin Balkhi, Jami,
Bedil, Sayido and others, paying special attention to the
water theme, recommended to comprehensively keep
this priceless property clean and not polluted.

Scientist, thinker and sage Firdavsi in his immortal
work “Shah-name”, created a thousand years ago, called
water a factor of improvement, prosperity and progress

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of the country, as well as providing access to water he
considered a symbol of a peaceful and calm life of man-
kind'.

Undoubtedly, the issue of land irrigation, the con-
struction of canals and irrigation ditches, and in general,
the effective use of water as a natural wealth, are noted in
most of the historical monuments of our ancestors.

The aroma of the Muliyon irrigation ditch, the banks
of Ruknobod, the Saihun and Dzhaikhun rivers, Surkhob
and Varzob, Zarafshon Pyanj, Vakhsh and Gund, as im-
portant and beautiful parts, represent the livability, pros-
perity and prosperity of our beloved Tajikistan.

Water is the source of existence for man and all living
beings on the planet. The power and greatness of water is
manifested in the fact that it is the impulse of earthly life,
it is considered the source of the transformation of world
existence, the steady development of human life.

Water is in a row of four elements like earth, fire and
wind, as noted above, to which the emergence of world

In this regard, the history of the emergence of the Aral
Sea deserves attention, the current state of which worries
the countries of Central Asia and the entire world com-
munity, reminds us to take this invaluable property as
carefully and seriously as possible, i.e. water.

The Aral Sea is a stagnant lake with salt water, formed
about 17.6 thousand years ago as a result of the melting
of glaciers in the Pamir and Tien Shan mountains. In
the 15th century, the Aral Sea did not yet exist as a full-
fledged lake, and only after 1573 its waters were replen-
ished due to the Amu Darya and Sirdarya rivers flowing
into it. The word “aral” in the Turkic language means “is-
land”, “archipelago”. Until the middle of the twentieth
century, the volume of water of this lake did not change,
and in terms of area - 68 thousand km, length - 426 km,
width - 284 km and depth of 68 meters, it occupied the
fourth place in the world".

Since the 30s of the last century, with an increase in
the demand for the use of river and lake waters (con-
struction of canals, irrigation of lands) and natural di-
sasters, the construction of many expensive reservoirs in
the countries downstream of rivers since 1961, there has
been a regular decrease in the water level in the Aral Sea,
and in 2000 the water level in it dropped by 31 meters?.

In the past, before gaining access to electricity, people

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produced flour and oil through the potential of water.
Today, also in a number of mountainous regions of Tajik-
istan, by means of water turning millstones and wheels
of a water grinder, flour and oil are obtained.

The power and strength, the potential of water, along
with giving life to the stem of one plant or a small aquatic
creature, reaches such scales and limits that it facilitates
and simplifies the solution of the problem of access of
millions of people to this priceless wealth, to food, in-
cluding to underwater resources. as well as moving from
one region to another.

So many goods and products are transported by wa-
terways through rivers, seas and oceans that even air
transport, railways and terrestrial transport are unable
to endure. The largest ships, platforms, weighing tens of
thousands of tons, are easily and freely controlled in the
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water. Water, as the main substance that makes up alarge
significant part of the human body, is widely used even
inside air, iron and land vehicles, technical machines and
equipment.

Water is the largest venue for international compe-
titions and events (rowing, swimming, water polo, etc.)
and the source of the beauty of the largest waterfalls
and fountains. All kinds of paints are made from water,
which are widely used in the visual arts, house construc-
tion, and in industrial enterprises.

Their political aspect is to appeal to the world states
for a fair and rational use of clean water supplies. This
is from the point of view of the President of Tajikistan,
the esteemed Emomali Rahmon, expressed this in his
speech at the Second Water Forum for the countries of
the Asia and the Pacific region: “Over 80 percent of the
region’s water resources are formed on the territory of
the two countries of the upper reaches of the rivers of

Asia - Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan, although in fact more
than 85 percent the waters are used by the downstream
countries. At the same time, the interests of the countries
and the upstream and downstream in the issues of sea-
sonal use of water resources do not always correspond
and coincide with each other, which in itself causes cer-
tain conflicts between them”".

According to the analysis of the World’s Water portal,
since 2010 there have been a total of 466 conflicts of var-
ious scales related to the distribution of water resourc-
es, 36 of which were armed clashes, 172 of them were
provocative in nature and in 285 cases there was signifi-
cant serious damage to water infrastructure?

International political scientists have also repeated-
ly stated from high rostrum about the possibility of the
start of a third world war precisely because of the unfair
distribution of transboundary waters. It is known that
no war passes without bloodshed, death and destruction
of human resources, and in this regard, the proposals of
the world-class politician, respected Emomali Rahmon,
contributing to the prevention of such wars and blood-
sheds, are of great importance for the protection of hu-
man rights.

Green Deal author Maud Berlow believes that: “Life
requires access to clean water, and denying the right to
water means denying the right to a life”.?

It should be emphasized again and again that the ini-

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tiatives of the Leader of the Nation in the water sector are
primarily aimed at strengthening friendly cooperation
and the settlement of various interstate relations, taking
water issues beyond the framework of the former back-
ward classical understanding and thinking, offering a
form of dialogue on the use of transboundary waters be-
tween countries of the region, contribute to the solution
of controversial and conflict problems, including in the
regulation and use of transboundary water resources.

The leader of the nation in his speeches repeatedly
emphasizes that Tajikistan is a firm supporter of a peace-
ful consensus solution to the problems of transboundary
waters and declares its readiness to cooperate in the joint
use of its water resources with all neighboring countries
and other interested parties.

In this process, the President of the Republic of Ta-
jikistan, respected Emomali Rahmon, regarding the ef-
fective use of water sources in the field of hydropower,
always adheres to the opinion that the solution to the is-
sue of construction and operation of hydraulic structures
should be put in such a way that the problem of water
scarcity for our peoples becomes not a means of discord
and division, but unifying factor.

Responsibility for this, first of all, lies with the leaders
of the countries of the region, politicians, specialists and
experts, representatives of science and culture, who must
seek and find ways to resolve these problems, taking into
account the interests of all historically neighboring peo-
ples.

And their economic and environmental aspects re-
quire rational and efficient use of water. One of the
sources of water use in Tajikistan is the construction of
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hydropower plants that generate clean energy and con-
tribute to the implementation of programs related to the
“green economy”. For the rich water and hydropower re-
sources of Tajikistan are considered one of the largest in
the world, and if they are effectively used and exploited,
they can bring significant socio-economic benefits and
benefits to all countries of the region. On the other hand,
the use of “green energy” always finds support and un-
derstanding of international legal institutions and the
world community.

This point of view was emphasized by the President
of the Republic of Tajikistan in the next Address dated
January 26, 2021: “In connection with the rapid changes
in the modern world and their negative impact, the Gov-
ernment of the country needs to further strengthen its
activities in the direction of counteraction and resistance
to threats and crises, the formation of financial oppor-
tunities and reserves aimed at development, ensuring a
diversified economy, expanding digitalization processes,
financing and supporting entrepreneurship, solving so-
cial problems of the country’s population, preparedness
for the consequences of climate change and the transition
to a “green economy”. That is, in a rapidly changing en-
vironment and a tense modern world situation, first of
all, we, relying on the internal potential and capabilities
of the country, should strive even more towards sustain-
able economic development, food security and citizens’
health protection”".

Undoubtedly, the implementation of these national
tasks is fully dependent on water sources, the rational

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use of water and the conservation of its reserves.

An analysis of the realities of the nature and energy
reserves of Tajikistan clearly shows that the steady, stable
and promising growth of the economy of our country is
possible mainly from the widespread use of hydropower
potential, primarily through the construction of medium
and large hydroelectric power plants.

According to calculations, the use of only 30 percent
of water reserves within the republic will allow Tajiki-
stan not only to achieve energy independence, but also
annually export electricity worth over 2 billion 70 million
US dollars.

Thanks to the perfect plans and programs of the
Government of the republic and the strong will of the
Leader of the nation on the way to achieving energy in-
dependence, today the limit on electricity has been lifted
throughout the republic. It should be emphasized that
the programs for the development of the energy sector,
implemented on the basis of the world initiatives of the
President of the country, serve as an outstanding exam-
ple for other countries.

Although the Republic of Tajikistan possesses rich
reserves of ecologically clean water, it is not indifferent
to the issues of access of the world’s population to clean
water and, in order to eliminate existing water problems,
it takes consistent initiatives, and also offers a way of col-
lective cooperation to solve this problem.

On this basis, in October 1999, at the 55th Session of
the United Nations General Assembly, on the initiative
and proposal of the Republic of Tajikistan, based on the
accurate and comprehensively studied analyzes, 2003
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was declared the “International Year of Clean Water”'.

Among the states of the world at such a high-level
meeting, this was the first step taken by the President of
the Republic of Tajikistan, which was unanimously ap-
proved by all participants of the Session, and all member
countries of this authoritative world organization active-
ly supported this step and this proposal.

Tajikistan, as one of the peace-loving and develop-
ing countries of the planet with great and large-scale ini-
tiatives to overcome the global problems of the modern
world, has won a firm position in the international arena
with its contribution in this direction, especially in re-
solving the issue of drinking water shortage, protection
and rational use of water resources.

The initiative of the Founder of Peace and Nation-
al Unity - the Leader of the Nation, the President of the
Republic of Tajikistan, respected Emomali Rahmon and
the support of these proposals by the world communi-
ty proceed from the fact that in the second half of the
twentieth century and the beginning of the twenty-first
century, with an increase in the population of the planet
and the development of various sectors of the economy
and industry, For the first time in its many thousands
of years of history, mankind faced an acute shortage of
drinking water. And ignoring its consequences is fraught
with disastrous results and can lead to the danger of the
disappearance of the entire human civilization. Analyzes
show that Tajikistan’s water diplomacy development ini-
tiative actively contributes to the achievement of sustain-
able development goals.

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The head of the Tajik state explained the reason for
declaring 2003 the International Year of Clean Water, ini-
tiated by Tajikistan, as follows: clean water and environ-
mental protection, to the problems of the urgent need to
conserve water resources, their fair use and regulation™.

Later, at the International Forum on Fresh Water in
Dushanbe on August 30, 2003, which was attended by al-
most 500 delegates from 53 countries of the world and
about 100 international organizations, the Head of State,
addressing the participants, said that “We look forward
to the cooperation of each of you in order to increase the
responsibility of people in protecting and preserving in-
valuable wealth - water and managing its reserves, and
even more in the future in the International Year of Clean
Water. I think that this is the only right way, because the
problem of clean water is not able to find its solution in
one year, but in the future it will also remain one of the
most pressing issues on the planet”2.

It should be noted that the general topic of this Fo-
rum was “Water, environment and security”, in extended
discussions and disputes, the subjects for consideration
were the problems “Water and interstate cooperation”,
“Water and health”, “Technology of water saving and
water productivity in rural areas. economy”, “Informa-
tion exchange of views in strengthening water partner-
ship”?.

This initiative to declare 2003 the “International Year

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of Clean Water” was very timely, urgent and expedient,
because in the new millennium, taking into account cli-
mate change, the problem of water scarcity is becoming
one of the important topics of the world community.

It should be noted that the President of the Repub-
lic of Tajikistan was the first to focus the attention of the
world community on this global problem in the world.
After that, there was an impetus in solving many region-
al and international problems, and the world community
began to pay more attention to water problems.

Tajikistan, as an initiator country that plays a key
role in the announcement of these vital initiatives for the
world’s population, at the same time also makes a sig-
nificant contribution to their implementation. It should
be noted that timely initiatives and forecasts of Tajikistan
are aimed at taking effective significant steps in this di-
rection to preserve and protect sources of clean water and
its reserves, prevent global warming on the planet, pro-
tect industrial enterprises from smoke and heavy gases,
so how tomorrow the world’s population will face even
greater problems from the lack of drinking water.

Although it turns out from the observations and con-
clusions of experts, forecasts and research results in con-
nection with the upcoming problems in the next 30-40
years that this problem continues to remain quite acute,
it should be noted that a shortage of drinking water and a
decrease in the amount of its natural reserves are already
observed in a number of regions the world.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, in his
speech at the 5th World Water Forum in Istanbul (in
2009), suggested that international legal acts should be
brought into line with modern requirements. At the same
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time, the Head of the Tajik State, in order to expand coop-
eration and strengthen relations in the process of water
resources management at this Forum, made a proposal
to declare 2012 the “International Year of Water Diplo-
macy”".

This formulation of the question indicates that the
solution of controversial topics and problems by coun-
tries through diplomatic means is a means of achieving
consensus and bilateral goals, and this way of relations
will always contribute to the achievement of the desired
results and the continuation of interstate cooperation.

The holding of summits and international forums,
which in recent years are increasingly devoted to the is-
sues of access of the world’s population to water, indi-
cate that the attention of peoples, nationalities and states
is directed more towards eliminating this vital problem,
i.e. lack of water for the population.

Unfortunately, a number of countries around the
world that have established their production on the ba-
sis of a huge number of enterprises that emit greenhouse
gases, regardless of the current unfavorable and worri-
some environmental situation in the world, continue to
further expand the functioning of their industrial enter-
prises.

The consequences of such actions, which in the com-
ing years are not very sensitive, but in the future may
lead to a global catastrophe and tragedy for both nature
and people. Therefore, the aspirations and initiatives of
the initiating countries, especially Tajikistan, are aimed
at ensuring that the consideration of the issue in this area

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and the involvement of international organizations and
institutions, collective intervention can to some extent
help prevent the melting of glaciers - natural reserves of
fresh water.

The rise in temperature of the atmosphere, air and
the annual decrease in water reserves can lead to the
problem of water scarcity in the region.

The aspirations of the leadership of the state and the
Government of the Republic of Tajikistan in the imple-
mentation of proposals, initiatives and programs in the
water sector for the conservation of water resources are
aimed at the benefit of future generations.

At a meeting of the Council of Heads of State of the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization in the format of an
online conference on November 10, 2020, the Leader of
the Nation said that in modern conditions the develop-
ment and expansion of cooperation in the field of envi-
ronmental protection related to climate change issues is
of particular importance.'.

The leader of the nation, respected Emomali Rahmon,
in his Message to Majisi Oli of the Republic of Tajikistan
on December 26, 2018 on the problems of energy devel-
opment, calling the use of the huge hydropower potential
of Tajikistan to provide the countries of the region with
ecologically clean electricity as a priority, emphasized
that the development of a “green economy” can contrib-
ute to reducing carbon waste. gas into the atmosphere.

At the same time, he stressed that “After the commis-
sioning of new capacities, including the Rogun hydro-

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electric power station, our country will be able to reach
the second or third place in the world in terms of gener-
ating electricity from renewable energy sources.”

According to the analysis of experts from internation-
al organizations, today the Republic of Tajikistan ranks
sixth in the world in terms of generating clean electricity.

It is our water reserves that allow us, thanks to the
generation of environmentally friendly electricity, to
make a significant contribution to improving the climate
of the region and the planet. With this initiative, we are
encouraging and guiding other countries that generate
electricity by developing and releasing carbon diox-
ide and other toxic substances to move towards a green
economy".

It should be noted that Tajikistan generates 99 percent
of its electricity from hydropower plants and renewable
green energy sources that are appropriate and appropri-
ate for our environment.

At the international forum on clean water problems,
the President of the Republic of Tajikistan, respected
Emomali Rahmon, regarding the existing problems with
Lake Sarez and the Aral Sea, said that over sixteen billion
cubic meters of clean drinking water are concentrated in
Lake Sarez?.

He also added that this volume of water reserves
can provide the entire population of the globe with
high-quality drinking water for one year. However, he
expressed concern that in the event of a breakthrough of

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its natural dam, a serious danger could occur and more
than 5 million people could lose their lives, significant
territories would remain under water and irreparable,
indescribable damage would be inflicted on the national
economy'.

Another problem, voiced by the Head of State, was
the issue of drainage and disappearance of the Aral Sea.
Due to the use of water reserves in excess of the norm,
abnormal heat and lack of precipitation, a simultaneous
decrease in the flows of the Amu Darya and Syrdarya
due to a decrease in the water level in them, there is a
danger of salinization of the soils of the region®.

It is pertinent to recall that over 55 percent of the av-
erage flow and river channels of the Aral Sea basin are
formed in the Republic of Tajikistan.

The President of the country stressed that: “I, as the
Chairman of the Aral Fund, take this opportunity to once
again draw the attention of the world community to the
problem of the Aral Sea, for it is not only a regional prob-
lem. The drying up and disappearance of the Aral Sea
carries irreparable consequences for the climate of the
entire planet, and this will gradually be felt in all corners
of the globe™>.

It should be noted that the International Fund for
Saving the Aral Sea was created by the heads of states
of Central Asia on March 26, 1993 in order to eliminate
the environmental crisis and improve the socio-econom-
ic state of the Aral Sea basin, which is recognized by the
world community as one of the largest environmental di-

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sasters of the 20th century.

Experts and natural scientists are well aware that the
undesirable consequences of unilateral actions, ignoring
the dangerous manifestations of threats to human life,
which nature warns about, can lead to threatening conse-
quences and cause a tragedy for all mankind.

For example, due to a decrease in precipitation above
the average norm, excess water use for irrigation and an
increase in population demand due to an increase in the
birth rate of the population, the Yellow River, which is
the second longest river in China, completely dried up in
its lower reaches during 1997-1998 for 140 days®.

If we use preventive measures as soon as possible in
the field of conservation and protection of land and air,
flora and fauna, we will also prevent threats and dangers
of natural disasters and cataclysms. For the freshness
and prosperity of nature, the protection, preservation
and durability of its riches are the best gift and heritage
for future generations, who tomorrow will remember us
with gratitude.

It is logically absolutely correct that the heads of state
of the world and authoritative international organiza-
tions and institutions pay great attention to water issues,
because social, economic problems and environmental
protection, i.e. the issues at the heart of sustainable de-
velopment are closely linked to this strategic resource
that is the source of life on earth.

It should be noted that when presenting his proposal,
the Leader of the Nation paid attention to the humanitar-

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ian side of the issue and the environmental significance
of the problem.

In fact, the problem of water scarcity and other dif-
ficulties associated with water in the modern world, es-
pecially in developing countries, remain one of the most
pressing. For, according to the United Nations, the use of
clean drinking water has tripled over the past fifty years,
and if urgent and effective measures are not taken, al-
most 5 billion of the world’s population will be deprived
of clean drinking water by 2030".

It should be emphasized that, according to the anal-
ysis of specialists, by 2050 the world’s population will
reach almost 10 billion people, and this rate of popula-
tion growth is accounted for by developing countries
that are already experiencing difficulties in providing
clean drinking water. Today, almost 750 cubic meters of
clean water is consumed for every inhabitant of the plan-
et Earth, by 2050 its volume will be reduced to 450 cu-
bic meters and if this dynamics persists, as noted above,
up to 67 percent of the world’s population will face the
threat of a shortage of clean water.

At the same time, global climate change on the planet
negatively affects the volume of supplies and the quality
of clean drinking water, and leads various countries and
regions of the world to an environment that causes an
environmental threat and danger.

At the same time, due to the growth of the world’s
population, the development of socio-economic sectors,
especially the increase in the potential of industrial en-

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terprises, the demand for water resources is increasing.
These two factors force international organizations and
institutions to take into account the perspective of future
decades in solving environmental problems.

Assessing the importance and relevance of the ini-
tiative to declare the Year of Clean Water, former Unit-
ed Nations Secretary-General Kofi Annan expressed the
view that: “Lack of access to clean water for consump-
tion, sanitation and food security for over 1 billion the
world’s population create incredible difficulties. If cur-
rent trends continue, they will cause tension and intense
competition among the countries of the transboundary
river basin. The International Year of Clean Water can
play an important role and make a worthy contribution
to creating an enabling environment for taking the nec-
essary action, not only by governments, but also by civil
society, businesses and individuals”".

At the same time, the Secretary-General of UNESCO
Koichiro Matsuura on 12 December 2002, in his message
dedicated to the beginning of the above-named year,
noted that: “This project is unique, because the Member
States of the United Nations and the whole world wish
this year to become a symbol of awareness of the impor-
tance of fair governance the world community with re-
serves of clean water, on which the well-being of society
depends. This project is, first of all, unique for UNESCO,
as supplies of clean water are among the five priorities of
this organization”>.

The historical significance of the initiative to declare

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2003 the Year of Clean Water indicates that this propos-
al, voiced at the end of the 20th century and the begin-
ning of the new millennium, and during the speech of
the Leader of the Nation with this initiative, the ques-
tion of support and approval of this remarkable initiative
by the world community gave rise to opposite opinions
about its adoption, because the world community greet-
ed the new millennium with major problems and no one
thought about solving future problems. Another glob-
al significance of the Leader of the Nation’s proposal is
manifested in the fact that it was on the basis of this ini-
tiative that the world community in the new millennium
began to pay serious attention to environmental threats
and dangers and addressing environmental problems be-
gins on the basis of the project proposed by the President
of Tajikistan, respected Emomali Rahmon. The main goal
of this initiative is also to remind the world community
of the enormous danger that humanity may face in the
near future in the event of a wrong attitude.

The announcement of the “International Year of Clean

Another constructive meaning of the announcement
of the “International Year of Clean Water” is shown in
the compilation and presentation of a detailed United
Nations report on water supplies and their state of the
planet, which reflects all aspects of this area. It is perti-
nent to recall that such a report has been drawn up for

the first time, and it was also presented within the frame-
work of the initiatives of the President of the Republic of
Tajikistan.

In compiling this report, 23 United Nations special-
ized agencies collaborated with the Secretariat of the
Conventions and carried out studies in 7 transboundary
river basins (the Menam, Peipsi, Ruhna, Sena, Senegal,
Titicaca and Greater Tokyo basins) and a detailed re-
port was produced based on these studies. This report
lists 11 topical issues of the planet related to water is-
sues, and notes that only as a result of reaching political
consensus, countries can achieve a solution to existing
problems. Along with this, within the framework of the
“International Year of Clean Water”, the “World Water
Portal” was created, in which all materials about the wa-
ter resources of the planet and individual regions were
collected.

With the adoption of the relevant resolution on the
“International Year of Clean Water” in August 2003, 18
special events were held in Dushanbe within the frame-
work of the International Clean Water Forum, where
problems related to water became the subject of serious
and widespread discussion between governments and
representatives of civil society, scientists and renowned
experts.

At the opening ceremony of this Forum, the President
of the Republic of Tajikistan, respected Emomali Rah-
mon, took part and spoke, and in particular noted that
“Our country, although it is located at the origins of the
formation of reserves of clean water and owns more than
60 percent of the water resources of Central Asia, cannot
be on the side of the global problems of lack of clean wa-
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ter. Moreover, it is our concern and concern that over one
billion people in the world do not have access to clean
water. When one fifth of the world’s population suffers
from a lack of clean drinking water, and about five mil-
lion people die every year from drinking dirty water and
diseases associated with it, we, the peoples of Central
Asia, for whom this problem is especially difficult, do
not we can take a neutral position in this respect”.

Correct awareness of this problem, regulation and
solution of contradictions and conflicts related to water
at the regional and global level will ensure a stable and
progressive future for the Republic of Tajikistan and the
population of the whole world.

Undoubtedly, water is a vital asset for every state
and its people. People from ancient times to the present
day, tying their fate with water, to get their daily bread,
plowed and sowed, irrigated the land.

The leader of the nation at the opening ceremony
of the above-mentioned Forum, speaking about the im-
portance of water, noted: “The Tajik people say” Water
is improvement “and” Water is light ”. These concepts
reflect the deep meaning and symbols emanating from
the many thousands of years of experience of our ancient
people. For our people consider water sacred on a par
with the four elements - earth, wind and fire, which con-
stitute the origin of the essence of being ” 2.

The importance of water as an invaluable natural
asset and its effective use for a dignified human life is
reflected in the informative report of the former United

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Nations Secretary-General Kofi Annan: “We need a ma-
jor transformation in agriculture, where productivity de-
pends on every drop of water”!.

The significance of the International Forum lies in the
fact that its work allowed to prepare and create effective
practical mechanisms and methods for solving problems
related to water. As noted above, a huge number of the
world’s population does not have access to clean water,
millions of people die from drinking dirty water every
year, in addition, over 1 billion people suffer from food
shortages.

There is no doubt that the increased demand for var-
ious food products, especially agricultural products, is
driving the increase in water consumption. Research
findings and expert forecasts show that in the world wa-
ter use in agriculture will increase by about 20 times by
2050, and the announcement of the “International Year
of Clean Water” and the holding of meetings related to
it have made a worthy contribution towards solving the
noted problems and difficulties.

At the end of the Forum, the participants adopted the
Dushanbe Appeal on Clean Water, which, in particular,
says: “This year should become a year of transition from
discussions to statements of readiness and declaration of
responsibilities for the implementation of specific proj-
ects and programs”>.

Thus, the “International Year of Clean Water”, by
helping to strengthen and expand aspirations and ac-
tions for the maintenance and efficient use of drinking

the role of water in ensuring sustainable development, as
well as the preparation and drafting of the first detailed
report on the development of the world’s water resourc-
es under the title “Water for People, Water for Life”.
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steady, firm and consistent policy in the field
of water problems, in turn calls on all interest-
ed parties to cooperate.

Such a timely posing of questions, which was one of
the burning world problems, became the reason for the
adoption of another important document.

In particular, 2005-2015 was declared as the Inter-
national Decade for Action “Water for Life”, having re-
ceived the support and unanimous approval of the world
community and received official recognition by the reso-
lutions of the United Nations.

It should be noted that in 1993, on the basis of the UN
General Assembly Resolution A / KES8 / 47/193, March 22
was declared the International Day of Water and, starting
from this date, another year of the “International Decade
for Action” Water for Life "began'.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, respect-
ed Emomali Rahmon, consistently emphasizes that the
main goal of us - the leaders of states, representatives
and participants of international meetings, conferences
and symposia - is cooperation, unanimity, mutual sup-
port in the water sector, to protect the climate, flora and
fauna, to support the population of those countries who
suffer from a lack of drinking water.

Indeed, over the past two decades, as a result of the

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implementation of state programs and strategies in var-
ious spheres of public life, a huge amount of work has
been done in the socio-economic development of the
country, improvement of material and living conditions,
life, activities and well-being of the population.

It is thanks to the tireless efforts and aspirations of
the world community that according to the results of the
2015 Millennium Development Goals report, a total of
91 percent of the world’s population used clean water
sources and since 1990, for twenty-five years, over 2.6 bil-
lion people have been provided with water of relatively
better quality. , sanitation conditions of 2.1 billion of the
world’s inhabitants have also been improved'.

The main purpose of the announcement of the Inter-
national Decade for Action “Water for Life” was to pro-
mote the aspirations and efforts of the world community
until 2015 to fulfill the responsibilities of the internation-
al level related to water resources.

During the decade of the “Water for Life” action in
Tajikistan, several projects and programs on water prob-
lems were adopted; for the implementation of these doc-
uments, over 1 billion 600 million US dollars were allo-
cated from various sources.

In particular, over 1 billion US dollars were allocated
for the implementation of projects to provide drinking
water, more than 200 million US dollars for sanitary and
hygienic projects, and over 300 million US dollars for
the completion of other bank protection and irrigation
works.

During this decade, based on a United Nations Gen-

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eral Assembly Resolution, three extensive UN General
Assembly dialogues took place during 2010, 2013 and
2015. In addition to this, the Government of the Republic
of Tajikistan, in cooperation with the United Nations, has
held the following international events in Dushanbe:

- In June 2010, a high-level international conference
on a broad discussion of the medium-term progress of
the implementation of the International Decade for Ac-
tion “Water for Life”;

- In August 2013, a high-level international confer-
ence on cooperation in the water sector;

- In June 2015, a high-level international conference
on the results of the implementation of the International
Decade for Action “Water for Life”.

At the same time, within the framework of the Inter-
national Decade of Action “Water for Life”, in 2005, the
United Nations International Strategy for the Reduction
of the Threat of Natural Disasters and the Hyogi Action
Program for 2005-2015 were signed in Japan. On June 27-
29, 2008, in the city of Dushanbe International conference
on the reduction of water-related natural disasters.

The conference was attended by representatives of 37
states, 43 international organizations, as well as experts,
scientists and industry specialists, media workers.

The President of Tajikistan, esteemed Emomali Rah-
mon, took part and spoke at the conference and in his
speech dwelled on the existing problems regarding nat-
ural disasters related to water, regarding the problems of
the Aral Sea and the dam of Lake Sarez.

In particular, it was noted that “The Government
of Tajikistan, taking into account the impact and conse-
quences of increasing day by day natural disasters relat-
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ed to water, has decided to convene today’s conference,
which is being held within the framework of the Inter-
national Decade for Action” Water for Life ”, the Inter-
national Strategy of the United Nations on the issues of
reducing the threats of natural disasters and programs
of measures of Hyogi for 2005-2015, signed in 2005 at the
World Conference on the Reduction of Natural Disasters
in Japan.

This program provides for the adoption of measures
to prevent natural disasters at the level of states and so-
cieties. It should be noted that such a step does not have
the goal of gaining political fame, but is a logical contin-
uation of the consistent aspirations and efforts made by
Tajikistan over the past 10-15 years in the water sector.

Although the participants of today’s conference have
different tasks, their main goal is to protect the popu-
lation, the environment and the economy from the un-
wanted effects of natural disasters related to water”".

At the international high-level conference on the mid-
term comprehensive review of the implementation of the
International Decade for Action “Water for Life”, which
was held on June 8-10, 2010 in “Kohi Borbad” (Borbad
Palace) in Dushanbe, was attended by representatives
of 80 states of the world, 70 regional and international
organizations, a total of over 500 dignitaries, politicians,
scientists and experts from different regions of the world
- Asia, Africa, Europe, America, representing govern-
ments, United Nations institutions, regional and interna-
tional organizations, academic institutions, as well as 200

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representatives of Tajikistan. Civil society and the private
sector spent two days reviewing and discussing water-re-
lated problems in today’s rapidly changing world.

At the opening ceremony of the Conference, pre-
sentations were also made by the United Nations Un-
der-Secretary-General for Economic and Social Affairs
Sha Zukang, Secretary General of the Eurasian Economic
Community Toir Mansurov and Regional Director of the
United Nations Development Organization Ms. Corey
Udovichki.

Inhis speech, Sha Zukang, United Nations Under-Sec-
retary-General for Social and Economic Affairs, read out
a message from UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon,
where it was noted that worldwide the number of deaths
from lack of access to clean water far exceeds the number
of deaths from all types of violence. including wars. This
state of affairs for all of humanity is a challenge and hin-
ders the pursuit of sustainable development’.

Secretary General of the Eurasian Economic Com-
munity Toir Mansurov, supporting the initiatives of the
President of Tajikistan in this area, highly appreciating
the role of Tajikistan and the Head of this state on the
global water problem, noted that the Eurasian Econom-
ic Community, in cooperation with the United Nations,
expresses its readiness to provide assistance in solving
existing problems in this area®.

The Regional Director of the United Nations Devel-
opment Organization, Ms. Corey Udovicchi, expressing

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gratitude to the Leader of the Nation for such propos-
als and initiatives in solving world water problems, with
special attention stopped the use of various sources of
electricity generation, including hydropower".

In the work of the High-level International Confer-
ence on the results of the implementation of the Inter-
national Decade for Action “Water for Life”, which took
place on June 9, 2015 in the city of Dushanbe, the total
number of participants was more than 1.5 thousand peo-
ple, who represented 99 states of the world and 29 region-
al and international organizations. Participants included
4 prime ministers, 2 deputy prime ministers, 17 minis-
ters, 8 deputy ministers, 176 other dignitaries, including
former United Nations Secretary-General Pan Gi Mun.

President of the Republic of Tajikistan, esteemed
Emomali Rahmon, speaking at the conference, in par-
ticular, noted that the main purpose of announcing the
International Decade for Action “Water for Life” is to
promote the aspirations of the international community
in the name of fulfilling by 2015 the obligations of the
international level regarding water resources.

Summing up the International Decade of Action “Wa-
ter for Life”, the Leader of the Nation said that “during
this period in our country, one and a half million people
were given the opportunity to improve access to drink-
ing water”2.

At the end of his speech, the President of our country
regarding the importance of water in human life noted
that “in the world, no one can deny that water in human

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life is a precious pearl. For water is life itself, water is
progress and development, advancement, prosperous,
well-ordered and peaceful future of new generations”’.

As is known from world practice, the shortage of wa-
ter resources causes problems between the countries us-
ing these resources. The use of water resources during
the season of land irrigation and the construction of hy-
droelectric power plants is the reason for the confron-
tation of the downstream countries with the upstream
countries, and this problem is also observed in the Cen-
tral Asia region.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, esteemed
Emomali Rahmon, at the 65th meeting of the United Na-
tions General Assembly in 2010, speaking at a Special
meeting on the topic “Solving world water and sanitary
and hygienic problems is the main task of achieving the
Millennium Development Goals” noted that “water re-
sources play an important role in expanding cooperation
between states. In history, there are a lot of conflicts be-
tween states that have arisen due to disagreements on
water issues. However, it should be noted that in most
cases water does not act as a factor separating people
and states, but plays the role of a unifying element. Cur-
rently, there are more than 263 transboundary rivers on
a global scale, and neighboring countries use them to
meet their demand. For hundreds of millions of people,
these rivers are an important source of life and safety, the
environment and everyday socio-political and economic
ties. In this regard, and in order to increase the rate of
implementation of goals and objectives in the water sec-
tor, agreed at the international level, Tajikistan proposes

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to declare 2013 the “International Year of Cooperation in
the Water Sector”’.

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cooperation in the water sector, the Leader of

the Nation, announcing the third global initia-
tive on water problems, with the support of the United
Nations, called 2013 the “International Year of Coopera-
tion in the Water Sector”.

This initiative was first proposed by the President of
the Republic of Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon at the 5th
World Water Forum in March 2009 in the city of Istanbul,
and on December 20, 2010 the United Nations declared
2013 the “International Year of Cooperation in the Water
Sphere”.

The Leader of the Nation made a report on the need
to announce this initiative at the 5th World Water Forum,
including stating that “the existence of various ways and
types of water use and the contradictions in the season-
al use of water resources and energy sources, as well as
their unbalanced distribution not only in economy, but
also in nature, the world community and economic ac-
tivity generates contradictions and disagreements of
interests. In such conditions, it is necessary to find new
ways to expand dialogues, negotiations and cooperation
mechanisms. In this matter, the key role of the develop-

ment of water diplomacy is important”’.

Taking into account the need to further expand

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With the launch of the third world initiative on water
problems, the Republic of Tajikistan assured the world
community that although water on the one hand is the
source of life, on the other hand, water is the main source
of well-being and regional security. She acts as the engine
of cooperation at the regional and global levels. Then, to
expand relations at the international level, it is necessary
to strengthen cooperation on water problems.

It should be noted with satisfaction that the next pro-
posal of the Leader of the Nation was supported by the
world community, and the United Nations adopted a
corresponding resolution on this issue.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, stressing
the extreme importance of this problem not only as a
leading factor for achieving the goals of the International
Decade for Action “Water for Life, 2005-2015”, but also
considered it a decisive factor for achieving the Millenni-
um Development Goals.

In accordance with this initiative, on August 20,
2013, a high-level international conference in the water
sector began its work in Dushanbe, in which over 900
high-ranking guests, specialists and experts from more
than 70 countries of the world and numerous regional
and international organizations, including United Na-
tions Deputy Secretaries General W. Hungbo and Rebec-
ca Greenspan, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Thai-
land Yinglak Shinawatra, Prime Minister of Kyrgyzstan
Jantoro Satibeldiev, Prime Minister of Mozambique Al-
berto Clementino Antonio Vaquina, UNESCO Director
General Irina Bokova, Special Representative of the Pres-
ident of the World Bank Mahmoud Muhiddin, President

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of the World Water Council Benedito Braga, President of
the organization “Women Supporters of the Water Part-
nership” Alice Bauman-Dentener and others.

The head of state of Tajikistan, dear Emomali Rah-
mon, recalling the initiatives of the Republic of Tajikistan
on water problems, approved at the world level, pro-
posed to announce a new international decade of actions
in the water sector in 2015 and to create an International
Center for Cooperation and Diplomacy in the water sec-
tor in Dushanbe.

In connection with the sore water problems in the
Central Asian region, Head of State Emomali Rahmon
noted that: “Tajikistan has always been, is and will re-
main a supporter of mutually beneficial cooperation
and good-neighborly relations. We are well aware that
only civilized cooperation and political will can ensure
our development and progress in this area. Tajikistan is
ready for such cooperation”’.

It should be noted that, at the initiative of Tajikistan,
the announcement of 2013 as the Year of Cooperation in
the Water Sphere brought the concept of water diploma-
cy to a practical plane and level and proved to the world
community that the idea of water diplomacy, differing
from its traditional or classical interpretation, requires
the introduction of new technologies of negotiations,
contributing to the successful completion of conflicts and
disagreements on the management and use of water re-
sources of transboundary rivers.

The main goals and objectives of the “International
Year of Water Cooperation” are the follows:

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- achieving a clear understanding of the relationship
between sustainable development and water resources
management;

- assistance to governments in drawing up strategies
and programs for effective cooperation in water resourc-
es management;

- involvement of civil society in water resources man-
agement;

- development of international relations and informa-
tion networks for the dissemination of knowledge, new
innovative methods and political experience in this area.

It is pertinent to note that the total volume of water
reserves on the planet Earth is 1400 million cubic kilome-
ters, and of this amount, only 35 million cubic kilometers
(3 percent) is clean drinking water. In the presence of a
relatively small amount of fresh water reserves, a signif-
icant part of it is glaciers, that is, rivers, lakes and res-
ervoirs are the main source of clean drinking water for
consumption.

In this regard, it should be noted that these sources
may be located on the territory of two or more countries,
and further complicate the use of these resources. Trans-
boundary waters and rivers generally do not recognize
existing borders between national countries. The pur-
pose of the Dushanbe Conference is also to promote the
improvement of cooperation in the water sector, includ-
ing transboundary cooperation through the dissemina-
tion of best practices, the participation of all stakehold-
ers, promotion and advocacy of cooperation in the water
sector at all levels to promote and achieve internationally
coordinated goals.

The Dushanbe conference created conditions for con-
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sidering and discussing the progress of the Millennium
Development Goals on water resources, recommenda-
tions and proposals for planning the Millennium Devel-
opment Goals for the period after 2015.

The participants of the international meeting, having
identified the main priorities for cooperation in solving
water problems, prepared and made recommendations
on the course and effective tools for using the water re-
sources of transboundary rivers and lakes, as well as the
mutual relationship of cooperation in the water sector
and achieving the Millennium Development Goals on
water resources.

The main goal in connection with the solution of
problems related to water is to attract world countries
and international organizations to the problems of pro-
viding clean water and environmental protection, to the
urgent need to conserve water resources and achieve
success in their rational use. and regulation.

Today, many respected world politicians and lead-
ers, recognizing and realizing the views, convictions and
proposals of the Head of the Tajik state, rely on them in
their speeches. In other words, they also realize and un-
derstand that the problem of lack of clean drinking water
is not a problem of a separate country or region, but a
global problem, inattention and carelessness to this prob-
lem can have dangerous, terrible and tragic consequenc-
es, including the danger of major military conflicts and
collisions.

Pope Francis, recalling the possibility of the outbreak
of major world conflicts over water, noted that “The right
to water is one of the most important factors for human
survival and the future of mankind. I ask myself, are we
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not going towards a great world war over water? The
figures published by the United Nations cannot leave us
indifferent. Thousands of children die every day from
water-related diseases. Millions of people consume con-
taminated water. We need to stop and reverse this situa-
tion. Fortunately, this is possible, just need to take urgent
immediate action”'.

As noted, water-related conflicts take place between
states in the world, and an example of this is the clashes
between Pakistan and India over the development of the
Ganges River and internal interstate strife and disagree-
ments between Vietnam and Cambodia, Israel, Sudan
and Egypt, Sudan and Ethiopia.

According to historical monuments, 4500 years ago
in Mesopotamia there was a conflict over the sources of
water supplies between representatives of two cities, the
city of Lagash and Ummah of the Sumerian tribe. As a
result, representatives of these cities, having concluded
agreements of cooperation and friendship, were able to
put an end point in this problem and to effectively use
the waters of the Euphrates River.”.

One of the reasons for the military clashes between
Pakistan and India in the Kashmir region is the use of the
water resources of this area; the Indus River, which is of
strategic importance for Pakistan, originates in Kashmir,
a region controlled by India. In 2005, relations between
these two states sharply deteriorated, and only the in-
tervention of authoritative international organizations
made it possible to stabilize the situation to some extent.

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However, international analysts emphasize that this lull
is temporary and in the near future one can expect an
outbreak of new conflicts in the region.

As is known from history, in 1975, relations between
Syria and Iraq sharply and strongly cooled and wors-
ened. The main real reason was the use of the waters of
the Euphrates River. The Iraqi military forces were mo-
bilized on the border with Syria and only after the inter-
vention of the United Nations, another war over water
was suppressed and stopped.

In 1990, Iraq and Turkey were also close to a war over
the use of the waters of this river.

In 1994, the Egyptian armed forces invaded the terri-
tory of the State of Sudan in order to control the waters of
the Nile River. This river is of great vital importance for
Egypt, for most of the inhabitants of this country use the
water of this particular river for drinking.

In Africa, conflicts constantly arise over water. The
states of Bostwana, Angola and Namibia cannot distrib-
ute among themselves fairly and rationally the waters
of the Okavango River. Ethiopia, Sudan and Egypt have
also long had conflicts and rivalries over the uneven dis-
tribution of the longest river, the Nile.

Conflict experts attribute the main factor of the de-
cades-long war between Israel and Palestine to the use of
the waters of the region. Expert from the Institute for the
Study of Israel and the Near East Filonika A.A. argues
that when it comes to the long-standing disagreement
between Israel and Palestine, the world’s media pay
more attention to the factors of terrorism and the securi-
ty of the region, but forget about one circumstance - the
problem of water use in the region. The problem of water
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use is one of the main causes of the conflict in the Middle
East'.

The problem of lack of clean water has become more
important than completion and depletion of oil reserves.
Most of the Arab countries with significant oil reserves
wage fierce disputes among themselves over the use of
the region’s water resources, and sometimes these dis-
putes lead to serious conflicts.

This problem is the number one difficulty of mankind
in the 21st century. It can be argued that not eliminating
water-related problems can become a major factor in the
clash of forces and civilizations.

In this respect, it is pertinent to note one circum-
stance. This is the ability of timely awareness and under-
standing of this problem and the presentation of ways
to solve it, which were implemented by the outstanding,
wise President of the Republic of Tajikistan, respected
Emomali Rahmon. In other words, when the Head of
the Tajik state, realizing this global problem earlier and
stronger than anyone else, called on the world commu-
nity to solve it.

Beginning in 2003, that is, since the time this noble,
knowledgeable and outstanding politician first put for-
ward the initiative to declare an “International Year of
Clean Water”, to this day this topic remains topical on
the agenda, and is comprehensively traced and consid-
ered. It must be admitted that this step by the Head of
State contributed to the growth of the country’s authori-
ty at the international level, he himself presented him as
a strong-willed, far-sighted and philanthropic politician.

The main goal of these world-class initiatives is to

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find and find ways to solve the problem, prevent major
interstate conflicts on water soil, attract the attention of
the world community to the rational use and preserva-
tion of drinking water supplies for the present and fu-
ture.

In addition to this, regardless of the fact that Tajik-
istan has significant reserves of water sources, it is the
only country in Central Asia - a consistent supporter of
improving the state of water resources in this region.

According to the World Health Organization, in de-
veloped countries, only 25 percent of the population has
direct access to drinking water, the territory of 36 coun-
tries consists of semi-desert valleys, and the area of 11
countries consists of such valleys (Egypt, Saudi Arabia,
Djibouti and others). In the Central Asia region, water
scarcity is most felt in Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and
Uzbekistan.

Researchers categorize the causes of water scarcity
into supply and demand potential. Potential demand
drivers include:

- population growth;

- development of agriculture;

- changes in the diet of large population groups;

- development of industry and energetics;

- urbanization;

- gaining great popularity of biofuel.

Among these factors, a special place is occupied by
population growth, changes in their food habits and cus-
toms. Agriculture accounts for the bulk of water resourc-
es, supplying a growing population with food is the main
threat among demand factors.

These are the factors:
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- ineffective and barbaric use of water;

- water pollution, which in some cases makes it un-
suitable for agricultural use;

- climate change.

As you know, in the republics of Central Asia, con-
ditions, climate, location and other factors of life differ
from each other.

The regions of the Aral Sea basin are also geographi-
cally and politically subdivided into approximately two
regions - the formation of river beds, or republics locat-
ed in the upper reaches (Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan) and
the region of division of the channel, or republics located
in the lower reaches (Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and Ka-
zakhstan).

In addition, each of these states in the region has its
own advantages and priorities when using water. There-
fore, a practical development of a special program is nec-
essary for the implementation of cooperation between
the republics of the region on issues of water resources,
taking into account not having a negative impact on oth-
er neighboring countries.

Along with the lack of access of a significant number
of the world’s population to clean drinking water, lack of
adequate sanitation and hygiene conditions and the lack
of electricity supply for approximately 1.3 billion peo-
ple, natural water disasters annually cause damage on
average over 60 billion US dollars, drought and deserti-
fication threaten the livelihoods and livelihoods of more
than 1 billion 200 million people worldwide.

According to the International Center for Natural
Disaster Research, over the past 25 years, over 9,000 un-
foreseen natural disasters have occurred in the world, re-
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sulting in over 2 million deaths and more than US $ 1 tril-
lion in property damage. Experts estimate that almost 90
percent of such natural disasters, two-thirds of the total
number of deaths and 75 percent of the damage caused
occur for meteorological and hydrological reasons and
are related specifically to water'.

The head of the Tajik state at the EurAsEC Economic
Forum, held in the city of Almaty in 2002, pointed out
three major problems of Central Asia, without the solu-
tion of which the development and progress of the coun-
tries of the region is impossible:

- The issue of developing energy resources, primarily
water and energy.

- Rational and efficient use of water.

- Communication problems, smooth movement of
goods, labor and investment.

In his next Message to the Majlisi Oli of the Republic
of Tajikistan on April 3, 2007, the President of Tajikistan
proposed to create an International Consortium for the
use of water from Lake Sarez to provide the countries of
Central Asia with clean drinking water.

In particular, it was noted that “We never take any
steps to the detriment of the brotherly peoples of the re-
gion, on the contrary, we show readiness for any cooper-

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ation, mutual understanding and integration”".

These words of the President of Tajikistan were a re-
sponse to the groundless statements of individual spe-
cialists from the downstream countries, who hinted that
Tajikistan, with the construction of hydroelectric power
plants, would close the river beds and this circumstance
would cause a decrease in river flow to the territory of
other states.

According to the calculations of specialists, if water
pipes are laid on Lake Sarez with a capacity of 50 cubic
meters of water per second, this water will be enough
to constantly provide water for almost half of the pop-
ulation of all Central Asia. The solution to this problem
will also help to eliminate the difficulties existing in the
ecosystem of the region, as well as eliminate the threat of
a breakthrough of the dam of Lake Sarez.

The Republic of Tajikistan is a firm supporter of a
peaceful solution to water problems. And therefore, in
all high-level events, the Head of our state in his speech-
es consistently puts forward proposals and recommen-
dations, ways to solve this problem, which once again
proves the peaceful policy of the Tajik state, serves as a
beneficial and useful guide for the world community.

On March 19, 2013 in the Kingdom of Thailand, the
President of the Republic of Tajikistan spoke at the Sec-
ond Water Forum of the Asia-Pacific Region on the topic
“Water security and threats of natural disasters related to
water”, which is a vivid example of the above.

At the beginning, the Leader of the Nation, at the

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First Summit held in December 2007 in the beautiful city
of Beppu, Japan, noted that “focusing on water-related
natural disasters” as well as expanding leadership and
fulfilling the responsibilities assumed will no doubt be
contribute to the effective implementation of the goals of
achieving water-related safety, as well as solving many
other water-related problems. The world community to-
day is in search of new ways to achieve sustainable de-
velopment. The RIO-20 conference has created favorable
conditions for the preparation and coordination of the
Millennium Development Goals, and at present they are
at the stage of active intergovernmental discussion'.

Continuing his speech, the President of the Republic
of Tajikistan, drawing the attention of those present to
the issues of existing sufficient water resources, quality
and their integration management, noted that they are
factors that create conditions for achieving development
goals.

During the conference, Central Asia was also dis-
cussed, where it was noted that the solution of problems
related to water in this region depends on the following
factors:

Uneven distribution of water resources in the region.

Possible forecast of a decrease in water resources in
the medium and long term as a result of the impact of
climate change processes.

Increased water consumption due to population
growth and economic development.

Increasing repetition of natural disasters related to

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water and the continuation of the process of drying up
of the Aral Sea.

Unsatisfactory cooperation of the countries of the re-
gion in solving urgent water and energy problems.

In addition to this, the current growth rate of popula-
tion growth in the region, which is one of the highest in
the world, is from one and a half to two percent annually
and the development of the economy as a whole requires
the use of large water resources to meet its needs.

During his speech, the Leader of the Nation added
that “... the region has great opportunities and potential
to ensure food, energy, water security and at the same
time to preserve and improve the currently sustainable
level of the environment. However, due to the lack of
sufficient cooperation in the water sector, the countries
of the region are on the eve of various difficulties and
problems .

The Leader of the Nation announced the initiative to
declare a new International Decade for Action “Water for
Sustainable Development, 2018-2028” back in April 2015
at the 7th World Water Forum, held in the state of Korea.

During a speech at the Forum, the President of our
country noted that “global threats and dangers, includ-
ing financial and economic crises, population growth,
climate change, frequent cases of hydrometeorological
disasters, water shortages and an increase in poverty as a
result, the spread of infectious diseases and the increase
in maternal and child mortality rates, require even great-
er efforts and diligence from us, as well as taking appro-
priate measures in this area”?.

This next initiative of the President of the Republic
of Tajikistan was supported and approved by the Unit-
ed Nations and this organization in December 2016, in
collaboration with 177 member countries of the United
Nations, adopted the corresponding Resolution.

2018-2028” include the following issues:

- sustainable development and integrated water re-
sources management to achieve socio-economic and en-
vironmental goals;

- implementation and promotion of relevant pro-
grams and projects, increased cooperation and participa-
tion at all levels to facilitate the implementation of the
tasks and goals related to water resources, which have
been agreed at the international level;

- improving the field of formation and dissemina-
tion of knowledge, facilitating and simplifying access to
knowledge and exchange of information on best practic-
es, use of the latest information on sustainable develop-
ment goals related to water resources;

- networking and facilitating the formation of com-
panies and stakeholder activities to achieve water goals
and objectives.

The appeal of the President of the Republic of Tajiki-
stan to such a serious problem, at the same time, drawing
the attention of the leaders of the member countries of
international organizations and institutions to this prob-
lem, is one of the ways to solve the problems of millions
of people on the planet suffering in various regions of
the world from lack of water or lack of access to drinking
water.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, Leader
of the Nation, respected Emomali Rahmon, annually at
meetings and conversations with representatives of vari-
ous spheres of public life, speaks about the results of ac-
tivities, shortcomings and omissions in work, at the same
time expresses his opinion on solving existing pressing
problems.
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During a speech at a meeting with representatives of
the country’s intelligentsia on March 20, 2017, the Leader
of the Nation noted: “It is worthy of pride that this year
we meet and celebrate Navruz at the beginning of the
implementation of Tajikistan’s new initiative on the In-
ternational Decade for Action” Water for Sustainable De-
velopment, 2018 -2028 years “. Water, as the main means
of human life, in the traditions of our ancestors was con-
sidered a sacred element and one of the four main ele-
ments of life, and our predecessors recognized its pru-
dent use as an extremely important instruction for the
younger generation”".

The most important aspects of the International De-
cade for Action “Water for Sustainable Development,
2018-2028” The Leader of the Nation at the 72nd Session
of the United Nations General Assembly, held on March

following: “Today we are moving towards implementa-
tion International Decade, the aim of which is to cooper-
ate for the achievement of sustainable management and
rational use of water resources The encouraging fact is
that we are not starting this path from scratch, but from
fifteen years passed with a rich experience of world ini-
tiatives related to water resources. Global initiatives with
the involvement of all stakeholders contributed to the
management of water resources, the implementation of
projects aimed at improving access to clean drinking wa-
ter and sanitation, and the introduction of new modern
technologies. The main goal of the International Decade
for Action “Water for Sustainable Development, 2018-

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2028” is to fulfill the tasks in the field of water resources
and create an expanded platform for the dissemination
of the gained experience and cooperation in this field”".

Continuing his speech, the Leader of the Nation,
speaking about the achievements and advances in the
water sector, briefed the audience on the results of the
High-Level Panel on Water Issues, held at the initiative
of the Secretary-General of the United Nations and the
President of the World Bank in 2016.

On March 14, 2018, this Panel developed a final, final
document entitled “Every Drop of Water Calculated: A
Diary for Action”, which consisted of three parts:

- action reasoning;

- an integration diary of actions at the local, state and
regional levels;

- leveraging change, building partnerships and inter-
national and global collaboration.

This document summarizes the Panel’s recommenda-
tions and initiatives in the field of solving water problems
at various levels in order to achieve the Sustainable De-
velopment Goals, including the sixth goal of sustainable
development. The Panel’s recommendations are aimed
at changing the way the world understands water prob-
lems, how it assesses them and how it manages them.
For these purposes and tasks, the importance of allocat-
ing the special value of water, and awareness of its so-
cial, cultural, economic and natural values, coordinated
relationships in water resources management, reducing

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the risk of natural disasters, achieving sustainability of
infrastructure and economy are highlighted. In this pro-
cess, of course, a special priority is given to the provision
of safe drinking water, appropriate sanitary and hygienic
conditions, as one of the fundamental human rights.

In a meaningful speech by the President of the Re-
public of Tajikistan, collective tasks were also identified,
the Leader of the Nation acquainted those present with
the factors that determine the framework and opportuni-
ties for future cooperation in the water sector.

According to the convictions and views of the Lead-
er of the Nation, the first factor is climate change, which
affects the quantity and quality of water resources and
weakens aspirations and efforts to achieve sustainable
development.

In addition, in recent years, under the influence of cli-
mate change in Tajikistan, 93 percent of which is moun-
tainous, there has been an increase in natural disasters
related to water.

Population growth and the growing demand for wa-
ter supplies, which pose new and complex challenges,
are cited as a second factor. In the world, along with pop-
ulation growth, the demand for water resources is grow-
ing rapidly, which, in turn, is causing serious alarming
relations between sectors of the economy. The severity of
competition for the possession of water sources in condi-
tions of their shortage can cause negative consequences
even within a single country.

The third factor is the gender aspect of the water prob-
lem. In addressing this factor, the contribution of women
is great and it was emphasized that women should be
actively involved in the development process, strength-
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ening and expanding their role in the management and
conservation of water resources. The effective involve-
ment of women in this process guarantees success and
achievements in solving water problems and, in general,
achieving the goals of sustainable development.

The fourth factor is the means of implementation,
through which plans and actions should be improved
and expanded. These funds include human and financial
resources, investment and advanced technology. Coop-
eration in the field of education and culture of the use
and consumption of water can serve as one of the im-
portant means of joint efforts. Expanding public-private
partnerships create new opportunities to achieve water
and sanitation goals.

The factor of cross-border cooperation, which is
the fifth pillar, plays a central pivotal role in ensuring
peace, stability and enhanced cooperation. Today, there
are more than 276 international river basins around the
world, covering 148 countries, where more than 40 per-
cent of the world’s inhabitants live.

Unfortunately, the danger of water crises has a ten-
dency and dynamics of growth due to an increase in the
growth of the population of the planet Earth and a de-
crease in water resources. Scientists estimate that by the
end of this decade, about two billion people in the world
will face the problem of absolute water shortages. There-
fore, in the face of the daily increasing global demand for
water, creative cooperation and partnership in this area
is an urgent requirement of the time.

It should be noted that Tajikistan is still experiencing
certain difficulties in the auxiliary sectors related to wa-
ter. This situation is primarily due to the deteriorated and
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worn-out infrastructure, limited financial resources and
insufficient technical capacity. Over the past decades, the
state of providing over 1.5 million people with drinking
water has improved. At the same time, part of the pop-
ulation, especially in rural areas, still needs to improve
sanitation conditions and gain access to sources of clean
drinking water.

Although Tajikistan possesses enormous hydropow-
er resources and in recent years the problems of supply-
ing electricity have been eliminated, there are still var-
ious unresolved socio-economic problems that depend
on a stable supply of electricity. Only 3-4 percent of the
available hydropower potential is used annually.

Irrigated agriculture is an important link in ensuring
food security and employment of the population. It is
important to allocate significant financial resources and
appropriate practical measures to the reconstruction of
the infrastructure of irrigated agriculture.

Today, the issues of efficient use of water resources,
reducing their loss, improving water quality and pre-
venting pollution of water sources are constantly in the
focus of attention of the Government of the Republic of
Tajikistan. On this basis, the integration positioning in re-
lation to water problems, which can serve to achieve new
successes, is envisaged in the Program of Reforms of the
Water Sector of Tajikistan for the period 2016-2025.

Implementation of the guidelines of the Internation-
al Decade for Action “Water for Sustainable Develop-
ment, 2018-2028” and other international programs for
the development, financing and management of natural
resources create a solid basis for further cooperation of
Tajikistan. Integrated water resources management, oth-
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er effective positioning, aspirations and initiatives of the
world community for positive trends in achieving in-
ternationally agreed goals on water and sanitation are a
contributing factor.

Undoubtedly, the implementation of any plans and
programs, the determination of the ways of their imple-
mentation, require the adoption of measures leading to
the desired results and the establishment of the responsi-
bility of the parties.

On June 20-21, 2018, in the city of Dushanbe, in the
Government Complex “Kohi Somon” (Somon Palace),
in cooperation with the United Nations, a high-level in-
ternational conference “On the International Decade for
Action” Water for Sustainable Development, 2018-2028
“was held. which was to promote political action and di-
alogue on water for sustainable development.

This event was attended by over 1,500 guests from
120 countries of the world, including heads of state,
government, leaders and high-ranking representatives
of foreign policy and other relevant ministries and de-
partments. The conference was also attended by leaders
and representatives of international and regional orga-
nizations, such as the United Nations, OSCE, European
Union, World Bank, Collective Security Treaty Organi-
zation, Shanghai Cooperation Organization, Common-
wealth of Independent States, Group of Eight - G8, other
financial institutions and development partners, water
basin organizations, research institutions, civil society
representatives, scientists and specialists.

The main objectives of the Conference were to raise
awareness on the timely and effective implementation of
the Sixth Sustainable Development Goal and other wa-
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ter-related Sustainable Development Goals, as well as to
discuss the next steps to implement the Action Plan for
the Decade of Operations 2018-2028 at the global, region-
al and country levels ...

Speaking at the initial stage of the Conference, the
President of the Republic of Tajikistan, among other
things, noted that “I am confident that today’s confer-
ence will create favorable conditions for the preparation
and drafting of specific recommendations regarding the
issues of the upcoming meeting of the High-level Politi-
cal Forum on Sustainable Development, which will dis-
cuss The sixth goal for water resources”".

Continuing his speech, the Leader of the Nation, list-
ing the positive aspects of the previous global initiatives
on water problems, expressed his views and opinions on
the existing problems on the world stage. In this aspect, it
was noted that “in the world more than 800 million peo-
ple do not have access to safe drinking water and more
than two and a half billion people suffer from a lack of
basic sanitation. Up to three hundred thousand children
under the age of five die each year due to lack of access to
safe drinking water and sanitation. More than two billion
people in the world today suffer from water shortages.
According to experts’ forecasts, in 2050 this figure may
reach five billion people, which will be about half of the
world’s population”.

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Nation, respected Emomali Rahmon, 18 years ago in Sep-
tember 2003, during a speech at the 58th Session of the
United Nations General Assembly in the United States of
America, called the reduction and lack of clean water on
the planet as one of the problems of the new millennium.
For, the demand for water for the production of food,
other types of necessary goods and products increases
from year to year.

In particular, the Head of State noted that “According
to the calculations of the food and agriculture agencies
of the United Nations, after 30 years, to provide the pop-
ulation with food, 60 percent more water consumption
will be required compared to the current period. It is
predicted that by 2030, one in five developing countries
will face major problems due to water scarcity. In this
regard, large investments are needed both in improving
technologies and in managing water resources to ensure
economic development and alleviate the heavy burden
of poverty”!.

At the end of his speech at the High-Level Interna-
tional Conference on the International Decade for Ac-
tion “Water for Sustainable Development, 2018-2028”,
the Head of State expressed the hope that the conference
participants, using existing opportunities, would make
their worthy contribution to the preparation and draft-
ing of specific practical recommendations for the effec-
tive implementation of the goals of the New Decade’.

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On November 9, 2018, at the meeting of the Second
Committee of the General Assembly of the United Na-
tions, a draft Resolution of the delegation of Tajikistan
entitled “Revision of the mid-term comprehensive re-
view of the implementation of the International Decade
for Action” Water for Sustainable Development, 2018-
2028 "was presented.

This resolution was drawn up as part of the initia-
tive of the President of Tajikistan and presented by the
country’s Permanent Representative to the United Na-
tions Mahmadamin Makhmadaminov on behalf of the
148 countries that co-sponsored the resolution.

One of the important goals of this resolution is the
holding of the United Nations Conference to Review the
Mid-Term Comprehensive Review of the Implementa-
tion of the International Decade for Action “Water for
Sustainable Development 2018-2028".

On December 20, 2018, the General Assembly of the
United Nations at its 73rd Session unanimously adopt-
ed a draft resolution entitled “Review of the mid-term
comprehensive progress in the implementation of the In-
ternational Decade for Action” Water for Sustainable De-
velopment, 2018-2028 7, proposed by Tajikistan in co-au-
thorship with 190 member countries United Nations,
which covers topical water-related issues.

In the practical part of the resolution, it is noted that
the United Nations Conference on the Review of the Me-
dium-Term Comprehensive Progress in the Implemen-
tation of the International Decade for Action “Water for
Sustainable Development, 2018-2028” will be held in
New York on March 22-24, 2023.

It is pertinent to note that during the UN-2023 Confer-
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ence, it was decided, along with other problems related
to water resources, to pay more attention to sustainable
development and unified and cohesive management of
water resources to achieve socio-economic goals and en-
vironmental protection, implementation and promotion
of relevant projects and programs, as well as strengthen-
ing and strengthening cooperation and participation in
all areas of action that contribute to the achievement of
the goals and targets of the United Nations 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development.

It should be recalled that on September 25, 2019, on
the sidelines of the 74th session of the United Nations
General Assembly in the city of New-York, at the initia-
tive of Tajikistan, a peripheral high-level meeting was
held entitled “Successful actions in the water sector to
achieve the goals related to climate change”. which was
attended by heads of state and government, ministers,
representatives of political circles and health profession-
als from most countries of the world.

This meeting was held by Tajikistan in cooperation
with the states of Fiji, Canada, Morocco, Portugal, Rus-
sia, Singapore, Switzerland, as well as the Economic and
Social Department of the United Nations, in which rep-
resentatives and specialists of the member states of the
United Nations and international organizations took
part.

In the first part of the meeting, which was chaired by
the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Tajikistan Sirojiddin
Mukhriddin, the Prime Minister of Tajikistan Kohir Ra-
sulzoda, Prime Minister of Fiji Josia Vorek Vainmarama,
Minister of Foreign Affairs of Portugal Augusto Santos
Silva, Director General of the Swiss Agency for Devel-
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opment and Cooperation, Ambassador Manuel Sager,
United Nations Under-Secretary-General for Social and
Economic Affairs Liu Renming and other dignitaries.

The Prime Minister of our country, Kohir Rasulzoda,
during his speech, acquainted those present with the as-
pirations and efforts of Tajikistan in the field of water and
climate, the processes of implementing the International
Decade for Action “Water for Sustainable Development,
2018-2028”. Also, during his speech, the Prime Minister
briefed those present on the achievements of the health
sector of Tajikistan in recent years, including in connec-
tion with the prevention of infectious diseases and the
reduction of the level of tuberculosis, as well as the plans
of measures and programs being implemented in this di-
rection’.

The Prime Minister of the country also explained the
initiatives of Tajikistan at the regional and world level in
the field of public health and climate protection, includ-
ing water and the environment.

It contained a col-
lection of scientific articles by Tajik and Kazakh scientists
and researchers on the initiatives of the President of the
Republic of Tajikistan in connection with the announce-
ment of the International Decade for Action “Water for
Sustainable Development, 2018-2028", climate change of
the planet and other world problems in this area.

On December 21, 2020, the United Nations General
Assembly, at its 75th Session, adopted a resolution enti-
tled “United Nations Mid-Term Comprehensive Review
Conference on Progress towards the Goals of the Inter-
national Decade for Action” Water for Sustainable De-
velopment 72018-2028", which was presented Tajikistan
and the Netherlands with the co-authorship of 190 coun-
tries of the UN member states.

This document, which builds on previous General
Assembly resolutions on the International Decade for
Action “Water for Sustainable Development, 2018-2028”,
emphasizes that water resources are critical for sustain-
able development and the eradication of poverty and
hunger. The resolution also notes with concern that cli-
mate change is one of the factors contributing to the exac-
erbation of water scarcity worldwide, and underlines the
need for climate change adaptation strategies to address
water resource challenges.

In light of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pan-
demic, the resolution recognizes the critical importance
of safe drinking water and sanitation for global efforts
to strengthen and achieve universal health coverage. The
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resolution also decides to discuss possible challenges
and obstacles in achieving the goals of the Decade, ex-
change views and develop measures and initiatives nec-
essary to accelerate the achievement of goals during the
second half of the Decade, and involve all relevant stake-
holders in this process in order to governments, the UN
system, intergovernmental organizations, international
financial institutions, other interested international bod-
ies, non-governmental organizations, civil society orga-
nizations, academic institutions, academia, the private
sector, charities have jointly assessed the challenges and
opportunities associated with achieving the goals of the
Decade and implementation of goals and objectives in
the field of water resources.

As noted, one of the global problems is the water and
energy problem, the widespread provision of the popu-
lation with drinking water, the development and expan-
sion of the “green economy” at the global level.

The Republic of Tajikistan, taking into account its hy-
dropower resources in the world, ranks eighth after Chi-
na, Russia, the United States, Brazil, Congo, India and
Canada and first among the countries of Central Asia. Up
to 95 percent of the energy sector in Tajikistan is formed
from the hydropower potential.

The hydropower potential of Tajikistan is three times
higher than the current electricity needs of all Central
Asian countries. The bulk of these resources are concen-
trated, concentrated in the basins of the Pyanj, Vakhsh,
Kofarnihon and Zarafshan rivers.

The capacity and water and energy potential of Tajik-
istan is able to provide the country and beyond. It is not

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water on the planet is considered to be huge re-

serves of glaciers, which formed over many years
and centuries in relatively cold, especially high-moun-
tainous regions, and nowadays provide flora and fauna
and the needs of the world’s population with this main
product.

The Earth is a mysterious miracle that for its existence,
the existence of mankind and the inviolability and lon-
gevity of the existing fauna and flora, creates and stores
rich sources of its resources, and glaciers are among the
greatest sources of water reserves.

Along with oil, gas, trees, flora, medicinal herbs and
plants, and other objects and products important for hu-
mans, glaciers are considered a truly important source
for meeting the needs of the world’s population with
drinking water.

Due to the huge scale and the preservation of a large
amount of water, glaciers are located in open areas and
annually provide humanity with a certain amount of
clean drinking water, with the onset of the cold winter
period, they replenish their costs due to snowfall and
precipitation.

A glacier is a persistent body of dense ice that is con-
stantly moving under its own weight. A glacier forms
where the accumulation of snow exceeds its ablation over
many years, often centuries. Glaciers slowly deform and

It should be noted that the main source of drinking
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flow under stresses induced by their weight, creating cre-
vasses, seracs, and other distinguishing features. They
also abrade rock and debris from their substrate to create
landforms such as cirques, moraines, or fjords. Glaciers
form only on land and are distinct from the much thin-
ner sea ice and lake ice that forms on the surface of bod-
ies of water’.

Specifically, a glacier is called a mass of ice of atmo-
spheric origin, moving on the earth’s surface.

Glaciers are studied by the science of glaciology, the
founder of which is the Swiss naturalist Horace Benedict
de Saussure. Glaciologists study the process of forma-
tion, growth of glaciers, as well as the causes and factors
of their melting?.

It is well known that part of the precipitation falls on
the earth’s surface in the form of snow and hail. At the
poles, polar regions, highlands, where it is cold even in
summer, the snow does not melt completely. As a result,
from year to year, a huge amount of snow accumulates,
and gradually thickening, the snow turns into ice. In oth-
er words, glaciers are formed as a result of long-term ac-
cumulation and further change of solid atmospheric pre-
cipitation (snow).

The main condition for the formation of glaciers is
considered to be the displacement of low air tempera-
ture with a large amount of snowfall, that is, a glacier is
formed in those regions where solid precipitation falls
more relative to water and its evaporation.

In the mountains, snow melts to certain heights and

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above them the kingdom of eternal snows and glaciers
begins. Their lower limit is called the snow line and above
this line the snow does not melt for years. The height of
the snow line is not the same everywhere. In the moun-
tains, the snow line is at an altitude of 500 meters and in
the Pamir mountains it runs at an altitude of 5200-5240
meters. At the North and South Poles, the snow line de-
scends to ocean water level.

It should be noted that the total volume of snowfall
per year ranges from 30-60 mm in Central Antarctica and
up to 4500 mm in the glaciers of Patagonia, the average
air temperature in summer in North Antarctica is -40
Celsius and on the glaciers of Central Asia, Scandinavia,
New Zealand and Patagonia up to +15 Celsius'.

Currently, glaciers occupy over 16 million square ki-
lometers or 11 percent of the land, they account for 90
percent of the fresh water of the earth’s surface, and from
this point of view, glaciers are the largest reservoir of
clean drinking water on Earth. Glaciers have accumulat-
ed over 25 million cubic kilometers of ice, which is two-
thirds of the planet’s pure water.”.

There is a different classification of glaciers, and
when compiling them, morphological or morphologi-
cal-dynamic classification is often used.

According to the morphological classification, gla-
ciers in nature, depending on the region of their location,
are subdivided into various forms and types, including;:

- mountain glaciers (their subspecies: absolutely
mountainous, conical peaks, with a flat surface, caldera):

- Glaciers of slopes (their subspecies: oblique, hang-

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ing, catronic, catron-valley);

- valley glaciers (their subspecies: complex valley,
dendritic, wide, foothill, well-shaped)'.

At the same time, scientists of the industry list indi-
vidual glaciers, which include changing glaciers (their
types: hanging, valley, inclined), newly formed and
closed (in the form of closed glaciers, morphological spe-
cies have been accumulated, the forms of which do not
depend on the relief of the earth’s surface and, are deter-
mined by the distribution of the source of formation and
the consumption of ice).

A frozen glacier is a system of ice sheets, ice domes,
protruding glaciers that occupy land, shallow waters,
and even large rivers in an area of up to a thousand mil-
lion square kilometers. This type of glaciers are also sub-
divided into cover (earthen) and water glaciers.

The ice mass is a large element of the Torah glaciers
system, which form and develop in the conditions of the
mountain-well relief. This type of glacier fills wells and
lowlands between mountains with its mass.

A shield glacier is a dome-shaped glacier with a
thickness of over 1000 meters and an area of more than
50 thousand square kilometers?.

A domed glacier is a type of glacier that has a convex
shape, resembles a shield glacier, but differs in the thick-
ness and location of the basin (with a thickness of less
than 1000 m and a width of less than 50,000 km?).

An emitting glacier is a fast-moving ice current,
through which the main discharge from the basin of this
glacier occurs.

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It should be noted that glaciers also exist in the rivers,
forming the form of a shallow-water glacier (shelf gla-
ciers), having the shape of a piece, the surface of which
has a horizontal shape and their thickness is up to hun-
dreds of meters. This glacier is formed due to the accu-
mulation of snow, the connection of ice with land and
due to the glaciations of river water.

Glaciers of the land surface, in connection with the
size and peculiarities of their location, are divided into
two large groups: mountainous and terrestrial’.

Land (cover) glaciers are common in the polar re-
gions. Their size is very large and they covered signifi-
cant territories like a shield. Land glaciers cover almost
the entire surface of Antarctica. Under the influence of
their gravity, they move from the center towards the
ocean. Reaching the ocean, they break, floating like an
ice mountain, and call them an iceberg (from the Scandi-
navian “ice mountain”). Their length is up to 300 kilome-
ters, and their height reaches 600 - 700 meters.

Icebergs pose a great danger to ships sailing in the
oceans. An example is the catastrophe of one of the larg-
est ships in Britain called the Titanic, which on the night
of April 14-15, 1912 collided with an iceberg in the North
Atlantic Ocean, this collision led to the death of over 1,490
people and the destruction of the ship itself.

Mountain glaciers, like the glaciers of the polar re-
gions, do not completely cover the territory of their lo-
cation. They are located on peaks, slopes and mountain
valleys separately from each other. Their shapes and siz-
es are not the same, some of them have branches.

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Glaciers are located in regions where their surface is
tilted to one side or the other. Therefore, these glaciers
move down from the slopes and mountain valleys. Their
movement is slow and ranges from 20 cm to 80 cm per
day. During the movement, they tear off rocks from the
slopes of mountains and valleys, carry them away.

Mountain glaciers that descend below the snow line
are sure to melt. Instead of them, there are pieces of
stones of different sizes and other rocks brought by the
glacier. They are called “side stain” .

There is also a geophysical classification of glaciers,
which divides glaciers into separate types depending on
their geographic and climatic location, temperature re-
gime and the amount of water in them?.

According to this classification, ice whose tempera-
ture is close to the normal melting temperature, and in
which there is some amount of aqueous liquid, is called
hot ice, and in cold ice the ice temperature is below the
normal melting temperature:

- polar glaciers - their subspecies: high-polar and
highly continental glaciers, completely cold and com-
pletely dry, glaciers of lower latitudes, completely cold
in winter and humid in summer;

- circumpolar glaciers - in the central part of this type
of glaciers there is a thin layer of hot ice;

- alpine glaciers - exist in terms of accumulation (ac-
cumulation) of cold and dry ice, in terms of consumption
(ablation) there are hot and wet ice;

- glaciers of high latitudes exist in sea regions - in the
part of the accumulation of hot ice and in the part of ab-

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lation there is cold ice;

- light continental glaciers - in these glaciers, accumu-
lation consists of an upper layer of cold ice and a lower
layer of hot ice, and ablation consists of cold ice;

- temperate glaciers exist in maritime regions and are
composed of hot and wet ice'.

Glaciers are special reservoirs that accumulate water
in winter, consume it in summer and, in this capacity,
participate in the flow of rivers and the normalization of
their flow. Like rivers, glaciers also feed and their feed-
ing boundaries are subdivided into a main area - a feed-
ing area (firn part, firn basin) and a consumable area (ab-
lative (melting) area, glacier tongue).

At the same time, glaciers have the property of move-
ment, which is associated with a change in the location of
the ice mass in one specific direction. Due to the plastici-
ty of ice and under the influence of gravity and pressure,
the glacier changes its location. In this respect, the move-
ment of the ice mass is determined by the significant ca-
pacity of the glacier thickness, the slope of its location
and the relative increase in air temperature.

The movement of glaciers is measured in centimeters
per day or in meters throughout the year. Depending
on the speed of movement, glaciers are divided into 3
groups. The glaciers of the first group include glaciers
with a low speed of movement of 100-200 m during the
year, the second group includes glaciers with a speed
of movement from 1-2 to 5-7 km per year, and the third
group includes glaciers with a speed of movement in
some cases up to 300 m per day, and this type of glacier

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is called “moving”’.

Moving glaciers are located in the glaciers system
of Alaska, Svalbard, Iceland, the Alps, as well as in the
Pamir mountain systems - the Medvezhiy, Kasholayakh,
Bolshaya and Malaya Saukdara, Vali, Dzerzhinsky, For-
tambek, Birs and others glaciers?.

We can list several large glaciers in the world, like
the Ostfonn va Joustedalsbreen glaciers in Norway (with
a total area of over 8,970 km2), the Vatnajokull glacier
on the Icelandic Islands (with an area of 8,133 km?2),
the Aletsch glaciers in Switzerland and Schneeferner in
Germany, the glacier Malaspina in the United States of
America (with an area of 4,275 km?2), Pasteurz glaciers in
Austria (area - 18.5 km?2), Gangotri on the border of India
with the People’s Republic of China (30 kilometers long)
and Potanin glacier (19 km long) with an area of 56.6
km?2) in Mongolia, which, in terms of water reserves and
their importance, occupy important places in human life.

The largest glacier is the Lambert-Fisher Glacier in
Antarctica, which is about 100 kilometers wide, 400 kilo-
meters long and 2.5 kilometers thick®.

Glaciers, after seasonal snows, are the second source
of water recharge for rivers. Without a doubt, glaciers
accumulate a large amount of water in winter, which
is very necessary for irrigating crops in the hot season.
Especially in the summer season, from July to Septem-
ber during the harvest season, glaciers remain the only
source of water supply for rivers, as well as a natural res-

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ervoir of fresh water reserves.

In Central Asia, the total area of glaciers is 17 - 18
thousand square kilometers, 60 percent of which is on
the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan.

The main part of Tajikistan’s glaciers is located in
the mountains of the Mountainous-Badakhshan Auton-
omous Region, and their area is 8500 square kilometers,
which consists of 8493 small and large glaciers.

In general, on the highest peaks of the mountains of
our country, there are currently more than 13,000 glaciers
with an area of 11146 km2 and this figure is 8 percent
of the territory of the Republic of Tajikistan. More than
450 cubic km of water has been accumulated in the gla-
ciers of our country, and during the year these glaciers
give rivers 61.8 cubic kilometers of water, which is equal
to the runoff of all rivers in Central Asia flowing for 12
years and the share of water obtained from glaciers is 10-
12 percent’.

It should be noted that at present a large number
of glaciers are located in the mountains of the Western
Pamir. In this part of our country there are 969 glaciers in
the Bartang river basin, 291 glaciers in the Vanj river ba-
sin, 756 glaciers in the Obi Khingob river basin and about
100 glaciers in the vicinity of the Murghab river bed.

At the same time, the area of glaciers on the mountain
ranges of Zarafshon, Gissar, Alay and Turkestan is 1500
km?. The largest of them is the Zarafshon glacier with an
area of 41 km?, 27.8 km long and located at an altitude of
4200 - 5000 meters above sea level.

In this regard, the Leader of the Nation, in his speech

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at the opening of the High-Level International Confer-
ence on the Medium-Term Comprehensive Review of the
Progress towards the Achievement of the Goals of the In-
ternational Decade for Action “Water for Sustainable De-
velopment, 2018-2028,” noted that “there are more than
14 thousand large and small glaciers that make up signif-
icant reserves of water in Central Asia. Tajikistan has the
potential and expresses its readiness to meet the needs
of the population in clean water not only in Central Asia,
but also in countries far from us. The peoples inhabiting
the countries of the region must be sure that Tajikistan
will never allow Central Asia to need water”".

Asnoted, on the highest mountain peaks of Tajikistan
there are huge glaciers, the appearance, existence and
movement of which deserve special attention.

The proud Tajik people and the Tajiks are no doubt
happy people. Since sunny Tajikistan has large glaciers,
nature itself has provided these hardworking people
with clean drinking water for many centuries to come.
There are peoples on the planet who consume water
only after mechanical purification and filtration, which,
of course, requires unnecessary costs. Paradise Tajikistan
itself has been gifted by nature with pure sources, saving
and preserving this truly valuable wealth is the duty and
task of every honest and noble representative of the Tajik
people.

The largest glacier in Tajikistan is the Fedchenko gla-
cier, which is a unique miracle created by the fabulous
nature of Tajikistan®.

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The Fedchenko Glacier is located on the eastern
slope of the Academy of Sciences mountain range in the
Pamir. This glacier is formed at the junction of the moun-
tain range of the Academy of Sciences with the Yazgu-
lam mountain cycle in the area of the Revolution Peak
(6974m.). The glacier recharge zone is located on peaks
from 6200 to 6300 m, but its tongue descends to the val-
ley of the Seldara River (a tributary of the Muksu) to an
altitude of 2909 m'.

This glacier is over 70 km long and 2 km wide, with
an area of 700 km?. Its maximum thickness is 1 km. The
glacier is located at an altitude of 6200 meters above sea
level. The glacier is named after the Russian explorer
Alexei Fedchenko and occupies an important place in the
provision of water to the population of the region®.

This glacier was discovered by the Russian traveler
V.F. Oshanin in 1876, and then he named it after one of
the first explorers of Central Asia, his close friend A.P.
Fedchenko °.

The Fedchenko glacier includes about 100 other gla-
ciers, of which 25 are tributaries of this glacier, the largest
of which are Bivachiy, Nalivkin, Vitovsky, Geographic
Society, which are located at an altitude of 2900 meters
to 7480 meters above sea level. It is recorded in the book
“Earth Records” as the largest valley-mountain glacier in
the world*.

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A comprehensive study and study of the glacier was
begun in 1928 under the leadership of Academician N.P.
Gorbunov, and in the same year I.G.Dorofeev planned to
identify and assign names to its tributaries. On the ini-
tiative of N.P. Gorbunov, living quarters and a meteoro-
logical station were built in the vicinity of the Fedchenko
glacier at an altitude of 4169 m, which became operation-
al on November 7, 1933.

For many years at this station 4-6 brave employees
have carried out an important and difficult service and
activity, in 1995 the station ceased its activity. On Sep-
tember 12, 2003, the American automatic meteorological
station “Campbell Sign-tafik” was mounted on this site’.

The Garmo glacier is located at the source of the
Obikhing River on the mountain ranges of Peter the
Great, the Academy of Sciences and Darvoz. The river
from which it starts from this glacier is named Garmo
and it, joining with the Bohud and Kirgizob rivers, forms
the Obikhingov river.

The Garmo Glacier is a composite valley glacier with
many tributaries and branches. The glacier is 30.4 km
long, with an area of 114.6 km?. The tip of the glacier
tongue is located at an altitude of 2970 m above sea level.

Another important glacier located in the Obikhingov
river basin of the Sangvor region at an altitude of 3050
meters above sea level is the Skogach glacier. The glacier
is 12 kilometers long and has an area of 12.6 km2. This
glacier belongs to the valley types of glaciers, the volume
of its ice is 1.2 km3. Every day the glacier moves at a dis-
tance of 42 centimeters and the Skogach River originates

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from this glacier, which then joins the Bohud River".

In the Western Pamir, in the upper reaches of the Vanj
River, there is the Bear Glacier, which is 15.8 km long and
has an area of 25.3 km2. The Bear Glacier belongs to the
moving glaciers, the full cycle of its movement is 10-12
years. As a result of the rapid movement of the tongue
of the glacier for several months (2 km) in the direction
of the valley towards the discharge of the Abdukakhk-
hor River (one of the left tributaries of the Vanj River in
the Western Pamir), colliding with a natural obstacle, it
forms a lake, the volume of water of which reaches 17-20
million m°. Currently, the glacier is in a calm state, its
movement was recorded in 1916, 1937, 1951, 1963, 1973
and 19892,

At a distance of several kilometers away from the
Medvezhy glacier, in the upper reaches of the Vanj River,
there is the Kasholyakh glacier, which is 25 km long, 900
to 2000 meters wide and 900 meters high. It should be
noted that the Kasholyakh glacier began its movement
in 2000 and moves at a speed of 150 meters per year. Ac-
cording to research results, this glacier moves every 130-
150 years. The movement of the Kasholyakh glacier at the
end of the 19th century led to major tragic consequences.

The Zarafshon glacier is the largest glacier in the
Zarafshon river basin, located on the southern slope of
the Zarafshon mountain range. This glacier is 27.8 km
long and covers an area of 132.6 km2 with its tributaries.
The glacier is 200 m thick and 1.5-3 km wide, the tongue
of the glacier is at an altitude of 2810 m above sea level.

The study of glaciers in Tajikistan has more than 100
years of history. In 1870, the first written mention of gla-
ciers appeared, by the beginning of the last century in
1906-1914 by scientists Edelstein Ya.S. and N.L. Korzhen-
evsky made a number of changes in the state of the lower
part of the glaciers of the Peter the Great ridge’.

An important step in the development and progress
in the field of glaciological science in Tajikistan was the
holding of the International Geophysical Year in 1957-
1958.

During this period, for the first time, long-term glaci-
ological and meteorological studies were carried out not
only in the lower part of the glacier, but also in its upper
part.

Then, in the process of an inventory of glaciers in the
Pamirs, the size of the region’s icing was determined. For
the first time in the 50s of the last century, an internation-
al expedition was organized, which laid the foundation
for the beginning of the study of glaciers in the Moun-
tainous-Badakhshan Autonomous Region.

It should be noted that already in 1956 in the archives
of the Agency for Meteorology were registered materials
on glaciers by basins of their location. Depending on the
area where the glaciers are located, meteorological sta-
tions, carrying out their activities in the form of constant
monitoring, provided the necessary data to government
authorities and other interested departments for plan-

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ning the development of the economy and other interest-
ed industries necessary for the republic'.

When it comes to monitoring, the industry special-
ist means that the glacier has a standard (benchmark),
length, latitude, longitude, and the researcher studies the
height, area, length and breakdown of the glacier.

Over 70% of the Agency’s state offices are located in
remote areas at an altitude of over 2500 meters. In win-
ter, the workers of the stations to determine the water
reserves of the basins of the Republic of Tajikistan, or-
ganize work to measure the snow cover, timely provide
information to the relevant authorities.

And in the off-season, constant monitoring is carried
out on the movement of glaciers, the flow of water and
an increase in the level of the regime of the river bed, the
water level in the rivers is determined.

At the same time, it should be noted that from 1967
to 1982 the catalog of names of glaciers in Tajikistan was
published by the basin, and at present it is used by local
and foreign specialists.

Tajikistan is a large center of modern glaciation in
Central Asia, and the glaciers located on its territory
serve not only as reservoirs, but also as regulators of the
flow of rivers and climate.

Glaciers and eternal snows in Tajikistan are the main
source of water supply for the rivers of the Aral Sea ba-
sin. Every year, the melting of snow and ice reserves
gives several cubic kilometers of transparent and clean
fresh water.

The largest regions of modern glaciation are located

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in the mountainous regions of Central Asia. The study of
the general ice formation in the region was last carried
out before 1990.

Currently, due to global warming, the destruction of
glaciers has occurred, and instead of forming and pro-
gression, they are melting more. Today, snow melting in
the highlands does not occur at the beginning of April, as
it was in the relatively recent past, but in the middle of
March, and more low water and drought are observed.
The area of glaciers in the lateral vicinity of mountain
systems decreases annually to 0.8 -1.0 percent’.

As it turns out from the information of experts and
representatives of research institutes, over the past 50-60
years, the area of a number of glaciers in Tajikistan has
decreased and this process has tended to grow in recent
years.

The largest glacier in Tajikistan, the Fedchenko glacier
during this time has lost almost 11 kilometers in length
and volume with an area of 2 cubic kilometers. Climate
warming, accelerating the melting process, annually
shortens the length of this glacier from 10 to 15 meters.
At the same time, in some parts of it, it turns into separate
glaciers, becomes the cause of accelerated melting and
formation of lakes, and of course, such a transformation
gives rise to the likelihood of its split, breakthrough and
flooding.

The melting of the Garmo glacier also continues at
an accelerated rate, so from 1940 to 1985 it lost almost 3
kilometers of length and 3.1 cubic kilometers of volume.
During 1985-1990, the level of the glacier decreased by

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13 meters and annually its length decreases by about 9
meters and its level decreases annually to 4 meters.

The Skogach glacier during 1969-1991 lost almost 143
meters of its length and a tenth of its area.

In the Western Pamir, in the upper reaches of the
Gund River, the Bakchigir glacier went back 530 meters
from 1960 to 1990. Its level dropped by 5 meters, and this
glacier lost tens of millions of cubic meters of ice.

At the same time, during this period, mountain gla-
ciers located on the mountain ranges of Zarafshan have
lost more than 3 kilometers of their length, and as a result
of accelerated melting, they are annually shortened to 70
meters.

During 1950-2000, one third of the glaciers area of the
Hisor and Alai mountain ranges decreased, half of their
ice volume melted.

Today, more than 6 thousand glaciers are being in-
vestigated in the country, and meteorological stations
have been created to monitor, monitor movement and
changes in them.

The President of the Republic of Tajikistan, respect-
ed Emomali Rahmon, in his speech at the International
Forum on Clean Water in Dushanbe, August 30, 2003, ex-
pressing concern about the melting of glaciers in various
regions of the world, which are the source of providing
the world’s population with clean water resources, noted
that: “Currently, seas, rivers, lakes and glaciers, which
are the main sources of water storage, along with other
natural resources are used without considering the un-
desirable consequences in the future. The area of water
resources is rapidly limited, the quality of water is dete-
riorating, and the amount of water required to meet hu-
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man needs decreases every year”'.

The only measures and actions that to some extent
are able to prevent the melting of millennial glaciers and
preserve them for future generations is to limit the activ-
ities of industrial enterprises that generate gas waste in
excess of the established norm. On this basis, it is neces-
sary to introduce into the production of “green energy”,
in other words, electricity, which ensures environmental
protection, safety of life, development and prosperity of
nature.

The cause of concern and concern is that of over 14
thousand glaciers located in the mountainous areas of
Tajikistan, to date, more than 1 thousand large and small
glaciers have completely melted, and the total volume of
glaciers has decreased by almost three times?.

In order to preserve glaciers and prevent their accel-
erated melting, the President of the Republic of Tajiki-
stan, during his speech in the general debate of the 75th
Session of the United Nations General Assembly on Sep-
tember 23, 2020, appealed to this authoritative organiza-
tion and other international and regional structures to as-
sist Tajikistan in conducting an expedition for the study
of glaciers in Central Asia’.

Another important aspect of global climate change is
its impact on the world’s fresh water supplies. As noted
in other chapters, water is an irreplaceable resource that
is essential for sustainable development, the preserva-

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tion of life on Earth, and the health and well-being of the
world’s population.

In turn, climate change negatively affects human
health, the environment, agriculture, transport infra-
structure and other areas of sustainable development.
However, its impact on water resources is felt the most
and most. This problem has exacerbated especially in
Central Asia, where water is not only the basis of so-
cio-economic development, but also the most important
factor in ensuring national and regional security.

The reduction of glaciers, first of all, contributes to
the increase in the amount of water in individual rivers,
which is observed at the present time, but can lead to a
decrease in the volume of river water.

According to forecasts of climate change for the peri-
od up to 2050, the average air temperature in the region
will increase by 1-2 degrees. The total area of glaciation
in the republic during the observation period since 1930
tends to decrease to some extent. According to the mete-
orological services of the Central Asian states, the river
beds in the long term can be reduced from 5 to 15 per-
cent’.

With climate change, the above problems become im-
portant, because temperature rise leads to a decrease in
the volume and area of glaciers, changes in the amount
of water in rivers and, as a result of increased use of the
water, an increase in the number of natural disasters.

In addition, the problem of future glacier shrinking
may create difficulties in the provision and distribution
of clean water in those regions that use a single source.

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Thus, the warming of the planet’s climate, which year
after year is causing the melting of glaciers and the de-
crease in water resources, as well as the cause of droughts
in some countries, the origin of devastating natural di-
sasters, is currently giving rise to concern and concern of
experts.

As an example, let us cite the circumstance that when
the Greenland glacier and Arctic snows melt, the water
level in the world’s oceans may rise. According to re-
search results, over the past 15 years, the water level in
the world’s oceans has been increasing by 3 mm annual-
ly and at the end of the century the volume of its water
will increase by 19-37 cm, and in difficult and difficult
circumstances will rise by 26-59 cm'.

With an increase in the water level of the world ocean
by 1 meter, 145 million people will find themselves in
the flood zone and countries located below sea level and
island countries (Holland, Japan, Bangladesh), as well as
large cities, including St. Petersburg, The Hague, Shang-
hai and New -York will be under water.

In the event of a complete melting of glaciers on
Earth, the volume of river water will increase by about
70 meters globally, which is fraught with serious danger
and disaster for humanity around the globe.

Considering all these circumstances, the great Leader
of the nation with a high sense of awareness of responsi-
bility and prevention of their negative consequences, as
well as the importance of glaciers in human life. back in
2009, at a gala meeting of the World Organization of Me-

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teorologists in Geneva, and then at a meeting of the par-
ties to the Kyoto Protocol in Copenhagen, he proposed to
create an International Glacier Protection Fund.

In addition to this, at the first meeting of the High-lev-
el Panel on Water and Climate in March 2021, the Pres-
ident of Tajikistan, the distinguished Emomali Rahmon,
proposed to declare 2025 as the “International Year of
Glacier Conservation” and establish the World Glacier
Day.

Along with this, the Leader of the Nation, during his
speech at this meeting, recalled the proposal of Tajikistan
to create a special International Glacier Protection Fund,
which can channel funds from various sources to imple-
ment the necessary measures and implement the goals
and objectives in this direction'.

As the industry develops, new technologies will
be invented and introduced into production, so will their
influence on nature and its wealth, including glaciers,
will increase.

It is important to note that in order to protect the gla-
ciers of Tajikistan, the Government of the country adopt-
ed the State Program for the Study and Preservation of
Glaciers in Tajikistan for 2010-2030.

Accelerated melting of glaciers has become the need
to adopt such a vital and necessary program from the
point of view of importance for the countries of the Cen-
tral Asian region, and the main goal, first of all, is the

More
than half of the world’s population suffers from lack of
water, living in unsanitary conditions. Thus, more than
50 million people die every year, and more than 30 mil-
lion others are infected with various diseases'.

Experienced European environmental experts be-
lieve that the world’s environmental situation is wit-
nessing unwanted and disturbing information. Based
on the latest analyzes and conclusions of these experts,
the world is currently entering a new and sensitive era of
rising Earth temperatures and unpredictable unexpected
heat on the planet, is face to face on the eve of major en-
vironmental changes. One part of the world’s natural en-
vironment will prosper, while another part is embraced
by prolonged droughts and the danger of disappearing
historic glaciers.

According to European scientists, in comparison
with previous years, warming has begun to threaten the
regions of North Africa, Latin America, Alaska, Central
Asia and Australia more.

Agriculture experts in Japan attribute the declining
agricultural crises in this industrialized East Asian coun-
try to the unwanted effects of rising land temperatures
and air and water pollution. The most important threats

In this regard, the insecurity of clean water sources,
failure to take measures to prevent pollution, senseless
and useless waste, and inefficient use of water resources
will lead to unforeseen consequences.

Article 13 of the Constitution of the Republic of Ta-
jikistan states that “Land, underground resources, water,
air space, flora and fauna and other natural resources are
the exclusive property of the state and the state guaran-
tees their effective use in the interests of the people.”

It should be noted that in Tajikistan, as in other de-
veloped countries of the world, regulatory and legal acts
in the water sector and problems related to it have been
adopted and are enshrined in the Constitution, the Water
Code and other regulatory documents, including inter-
national agreements signed according to them.

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number of normative legal acts in the field of expanding
legislation and regulating the water sector.

In particular, on April 2, 2020, the new version of the
Water Code of the Republic of Tajikistan was prepared
and approved, on January 2, 2020, the Law of the Repub-
lic of Tajikistan “On Water Users Associations” was pre-
pared and adopted in a new version, on July 19, 2019, a
new version was prepared and the Law of the Republic of
Tajikistan “On Water Supply and Sanitation” was adopt-
ed, on February 27, 2020, the Resolution of the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Tajikistan “On the Procedure for
Accounting and Reporting in the Sphere of Water Supply
and Sanitation” was adopted, on February 27, 2020, the
Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Tajiki-
stan “On the Procedure for Establishing Trust Funds was
approved drinking water supply and sewerage ”. A draft
Law of the Republic of Tajikistan “On Land Reclamation
and Irrigation” and a draft National Water Strategy of
Tajikistan for the period up to 2030 have been prepared.

In this process, plans have been prepared for the
management of water resources in the Syrdarya, Zaraf-
shon, Panj and Kofarnihan river basins.

In the area of institutional development, the follow-
ing work has been done:

The Resolution of the Government of the Republic
of Tajikistan dated March 30, 2020, No. 197 “On Amend-
ments to the Resolution of the Government of the Re-
public of Tajikistan dated March 3, 2014, No. 149” was
adopted. According to this decree, river basin organiza-
tions and their substructures, created in the basin regions
of the Syrdarya, Zarafshon, Panj and Kofarnihan rivers,
are responsible for organizing integrated water resourc-
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es management at the river basin level, planning the use
of water resources at the river basin level, monitoring
water use and implementation of a basin plan for water
resources management in the river basin.

In the basin regions of the Syrdarya, Zarafshon, Panj
and Kofarnihan rivers, basin discussions have been cre-
ated on the integrated management of water resources,
and meetings are held on an ongoing basis to find and
achieve ways to overcome the difficulties existing in the
water sector.

At the same time, in the field of auxiliary means in the
reform of the water sector, the Concept for the creation
of the National Water Information System was prepared,
the necessary equipment was purchased for the construc-
tion of the central part of the National Water Information
System, the information fund of the National Water In-
formation System was prepared and activated for con-
ducting test work and entering relevant information into
information networks and the channels of the relevant
authorities. To automate the analysis of information in
the National Water Information System, a methodology
for assigning codes and symbols to water bodies of the
Republic of Tajikistan has been prepared and codes and
symbols have been assigned to water bodies in our coun-
try.

It should be noted that, taking into account the value
and importance of effective use of drinking water, at the
very beginning of the third millennium, the Government
of the Republic of Tajikistan adopted a resolution on De-
cember 1, 2001 “On approval of the Concept for the effec-
tive use and protection of water resources in the Republic
of Tajikistan”, and then national programs were adopt-
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ed “On Hygiene and Environmental Protection”, “Clean
Water and Sanitation”, which comprehensively promote
the goals of the correct and appropriate use of water re-
sources for the development of people’s lives'.

At the same time, it should be noted that the pro-
tection of water sources, the correct attitude to this vital
asset is carried out by the Government of the country,
the Committee on Environmental Protection under the
Government of the Republic of Tajikistan, the Ministry of
Land Reclamation and Water Resources, local executive
bodies of state power and special authorized bodies.

90 percent of the territory of the Republic of Tajiki-
stan consists of regions where river beds are formed, the
basis of the country’s water resources are rivers, lakes,
reservoirs and groundwater?.

In total, 64 billion cubic meters of clean water is pro-
duced annually in Tajikistan, which accounts for 60 per-
cent of the total volume of the region’s rivers °.

It should be noted that the water resources of a num-
ber of countries in the region originate in the territory of
our republic.

In this regard, the Leader of the Nation, respected
Emomali Rahmon, in his speeches, constantly emphasiz-
es and reminds of the rational and equitable use of water
resources.

In fact, the correct and rational use of water resources
not only ensures the population’s demand for drinking

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water, but at the same time lays a reliable foundation
for strengthening peace and stability, friendly relations
between nations and peoples, cooperation and relations
and ties between countries in various fields, contributing
to this observance of the principles of equality and jus-
tice.

Moreover, in the Republic of Tajikistan there is a
huge amount of groundwater’, the total supply of which
is 6.9 km3 / year and of which effectively used reserves
are equal to 2.5 km3 / year, most of the groundwater is
fresh water, meets all sanitary and hygienic standards.
All these waters are the inexhaustible property of our
country.

Fortunately, Tajikistan is among the countries with
significant reserves of drinking water, including riv-
ers such as the Amu Darya, Syrdarya, Zarafshon, Panj,
Kofarnihan, Surkhob, Khingob, Vakhsh, Dushanbe and
others. A total of 947 large and small rivers flow on the
territory of the Republic of Tajikistan, the total length of
which is 28,500 km?.

The average annual speed of river beds in the country
is 64 cubic kilometers, including over 62 cubic kilometers
in the Amu Darya basin and 1.1 cubic kilometers in the
Syr Darya basin. It should also be recalled that the waters
of the rivers of Tajikistan account for over 55 percent of
the total annual water volume of the Aral Sea basin\?3.

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For a long time, for centuries, the rivers of Tajikistan,
such as the Syrdarya, Vakhsh, Zarafshon and Panj, which
flowed in the direction of neighboring countries, provid-
ed water to the population and lands of such countries of
the region as Afghanistan, Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan
and today continue to enjoy the fertile riches of the wa-
ters of Tajikistan.

The two largest rivers of Tajikistan, the Amu Darya
and the Syrdarya, play a significant role in the develop-
ment and progress of various sectors of public life, agri-
culture, horticulture, viticulture and the development of
industrial production enterprises in the region.

The Amu Darya is the largest river in Tajikistan and
ranks second in length and water flow in Central Asia,
has a length of 1415 km and takes its sources from the
Vakhsh and Panj rivers.

This river, crossing the territories of such states as
Tajikistan, Afghanistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan,
contributes to the comprehensive development and
progress of all sectors of the national economy, provid-
ing the population and infrastructures with water and
irrigation of lands.

There were times when this river was the source of
water supply for the Aral Sea. But, unfortunately, due to
the reduction in the area of glaciers, the growth of pop-
ulation and the increase in cultivated areas and industri-
al enterprises, the simultaneous construction of artificial
reservoirs, at present its waters do not reach the Aral Sea
and it dries up, turning into a desert.

The Syrdarya, like the Amu Darya, is the second larg-
est river in Tajikistan, which flows through the territory
of 4 states - Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Ka-
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zakhstan, has a length of 2137 km.

The main part of the Syr Darya basin is fed by tribu-
taries located on the mountain ranges of the Tien Shan,
Pamir and Alai.

It should be recalled that these rivers are of great im-
portance not only for Tajikistan, but also for other coun-
tries in the region. Rational, efficient and economical use
of their waters for many centuries will contribute to irri-
gation, prosperity and vegetation of fields, reclamation
of deserts, steppes and other open spaces.

It is appropriate to recall that the capacity of the larg-
est hydropower plants in Tajikistan depends on the water
of the Vakhsh River. The Vakhsh, among other rivers of
Tajikistan, has its own characteristics and we can say that
it plays a key role in the promotion and development of
industry and agriculture in our country.

The Vakhsh River is one of the largest tributaries of
the Amu Darya, flows from the eastern part of the Alai
mountain range at a distance of 524 km. Its length is 786
km. Its largest tributary, the Nufal, starts from the Pamir
Mountains, passes from the Alai Valley to the territory
of Tajikistan, and here it joins with another tributary,
the Tezob River. And Tezob starts from the northeastern
part of the Pamir. Tezob, connecting with Surkhobcha
(small Surkhob), form the Surkhob river, and in the east-
ern part, connecting with the Khingob river, it takes the
name Vakhsh'.

Today, a number of hydroelectric power plants have
been commissioned on the Vakhsh River, including Ro-
gun, Nurek, Baipazy, Sarband, Sangtuda-1, Sangtuda-2
and others, which play an important role in the energy

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development and prosperity of Tajikistan.

One of the important features of the Vakhsh River is
that thousands of hectares of agricultural land are irrigat-
ed with its water, obtaining large yields of cotton, melons
and vegetables and fruits.

Along with this, our sunny and evergreen country
has numerous lakes with clean transparent water!, such
as Chiluchorchashma, (Forty-four springs), Sarchashma
Kulyab (Kulyab Spring), Haftchashma Faizoboda (Seven
Faizabad springs), Huchi boloi Hisor (Upper Huch Gis-
sar) , Chashmai Niyati Panjakent (Spring of intentions
and desires of Penjikent), Chashmai Langari mohiyoni
Istara (Isfara spring of the fishing harbor), Chashmai
Chinori Asht (Spring of the Asht plane tree), the springs
of Chairukhdaron, Sebog (Three gardens), Khozibyoni in
the mountains Istaravshan (Istaravshan hauz fish), Sar-
chashmai Rushon (Main Rushan spring) and others.

In this series, nature has presented us with such
health-improving and mineral water springs as Garm-
chashma, Bibi Fotimai Zakhro, Avch, Yamchun, Shaam-
bary, Khavatag, Khoja Sanghok, Anzob, Zumrad, Navo-
bod, Sist, Langar, Khojichildiyor, Huchi, Sangchak
Pushiyon, Sharshar and dozens of other springs and
springs, which are annually visited by thousands of resi-
dents of the country.

Due to their location and special medicinal proper-
ties, the creation of favorable conditions for service, the
organization of transport routes, the reconstruction of
infrastructure, the effective use of springs and sources to
restore health and attract tourists, as well as at the same

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time through propaganda and agitation in the media, we
will be able to bring economic income to the state budget.

In the eastern part of Dushanbe, not far from the cap-
ital, the Shaambary sanatoriums are located and operate,
the main source of healing properties of which is natu-
ral healing water. The healing water of this sanatorium
breaks through from a depth of 624 - 1830 meters and
each liter of it contains from 3.5 to 16.3 grams of various
minerals, which are mainly used to cure women’s dis-
eases.

Along with the treatment of the above diseases,
“Shaambara” water cures hundreds of other diseases, es-
pecially diseases of the gastrointestinal tract and diges-
tive organs’.

The sanatorium “Khoja Obi Garm”, located at an al-
titude of 1860-1900 meters above sea level, is unique in
terms of its medicinal properties among other sanatori-
ums and rest homes in the republic and beyond. The wa-
ter temperature of the “Khoja Obi Garm” spring reaches
up to +98 degrees, and flows out of 20 points and from
them water with high temperature and hot steam, the
composition of which, along with other elements, has
radon, is released. According to the information of spe-
cialists and doctors, in this sanatorium, patients with a
diagnosis of diseases of the heart, blood vessels, spine,
nerves, respiratory tract, kidneys, digestive and nervous
systems, women’s and other diseases are treated.”.

Another sanatorium that has captivated the hearts
and souls of people with its beautiful and unique na-

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ture, shady and fruit trees, beautiful flower gardens and
shrubs, a fast river and full-flowing houses, is the sanato-
rium “Zumrad”. This sanatorium is located at an altitude
of 940 meters from sea level and at a distance of 110 km
from the center of the Sughd region in the city of Isfara
on the slopes of the Varorud mountains'.

The sanatorium “Zumrad” is one of the best sanatori-
ums of the republic, it cures diseases of the cardiovascu-
lar system, organs of the musculoskeletal system, nerves,
spine, internal organs, women and other diseases. The
main remedy used in this sanatorium is water, which
contains chemicals such as sulphide and bromine, which
cure many diseases, and it is taken from the Obi Shifo
natural spring.

Thanks to the attention and support of the leadership
of the state and the Government of the republic, in order
to improve the conditions of service in the sanatorium
“Zumrad” in recent years, new modern buildings have
been built, equipped with modern technology, technical
means and medical equipment.

Along with the healing properties mentioned above,
the Khavotag No. 1 mineral water was recognized as the
“Best Product of the Year”, the “Quality Defined by Time”,
“Brand of the Year” mark, etc. In 2015, the Khavotag No.
1 mineral water was ranked 2 -th place at the prestigious
international exhibition “Prodexpo” in Moscow among
manufacturers from 65 countries of the world.

Experts are of the opinion that the quality, medici-
nal properties and usefulness of the Khavotag mineral
water stand alongside other natural healing waters like

Mineral water “Khavotag” is taken from the depths
of a mountain cliff, 1400-1600 meters deep, located in the
mountains of the Shahristan region, which is recognized
as one of the ecologically clean regions of the country.

Research carried out by specialists and many years
of experience in the use of the Havotag mineral water
proves that it is widely used in medicine for the treat-
ment of many diseases.

Mineral water in the “Khavotag” sanatorium, which
annually receives a huge number of people, is used more
for the prevention and treatment of people suffering
from metabolic disorders and colds. This water, which
contains the chemical element sodium chloride, helps to
improve blood circulation, normalize the nervous sys-
tem, increase blood pressure, and cleanse the liver from
various toxic substances.

Mineral water “Havotag” is also widely used to treat
the muscular system of bone muscles, spine, blood ves-
sels, joint diseases, skin diseases.

Beautiful nature, a river full of fish, clear water flow-
ing from forty-four seething springs among stones amaz-
es and attracts attention, takes the imagination of visitors
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into a fairy-tale world. In summer, many tourists come
here from neighboring and post-Soviet republics, as well
as from far abroad, making a pilgrimage and taking with
them good unforgettable impressions and memories'.

Such medicinal waters are located in various parts of
the republic. Tajikistan possesses 200 sources of medici-
nal mineral waters®. Of these, 71 contain hot springs and
43 others have cold water®.

The mineral waters of Anzob, Almosi, Shaambara,
Zarafshon, Khavotag and Badakhshan are used as drink-
ing and medicinal water.

There are over 1300 lakes in the Republic of Tajikistan
with a total area of 705 square km?. The total water re-
serves of the country’s lakes are over 46 cubic km, about
20 km? of which is clean drinking water*.

Lake Sarez, located in the upper reaches of the Bar-
tang River in the Gorno-Badakhshan Autonomous Re-
gion, is considered one of the amazing and amazing nat-
ural wonders of our country. This lake was formed in
1911 as a result of an earthquake, and now the lake is
about 70 kilometers long, 2 kilometers wide and 500 me-
ters deep. Its water volume is over 17 cubic kilometers.
The lake water is considered one of the most transparent.
Rational use of the unique reserves of this lake will allow

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for a long time and stably provide the population of our
region with high-quality drinking water".

It should be noted that on February 17, 2021, a round
table dedicated to the 110th anniversary of Lake Sarez
was organized at the Committee for Emergency Situa-
tions of the Republic of Tajikistan, the subject of discus-
sion of which was the history of formation, the benefits
and ways of protecting the dam and the effective use of
the waters of this lake®.

Currently, several international programs are being
prepared for the development of the water of Lake Sarez,
and individual states are making efforts to implement
these programs.

In the Fan Mountains of Tajikistan, tourists and pho-
tographers are amazed and enchanted by seven intercon-
nected lakes with clean and enchanting water, which, de-
pending on the illumination and light, change their color
from green to blue. Lake Haftkul - The Seven Lakes, also
known as the Seven Beauties of Shinga, formed as a re-
sult of the destruction and disappearance of glaciers, are
filled with water from the surrounding snow peaks.

The lowest lake Haftkul is located at an altitude of
1598 meters, and the highest lake is located at an altitude
of 2400 meters above sea level and each of them has its
own name: Mizhgon, Soya, Hushyor, Nofin, Khurdak,
Margzor and Khazorchashma. The location of Haftkul
is considered one of the most beautiful places for tour-
ism, and the local population uses the water of the lakes
mainly for field and vegetable gardening, melons and

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gourds'.

It should be noted that each of the sources and lakes
of Tajikistan are named in accordance with special prop-
erties, in terms of their location, education and based on
historical legends and traditions. Another lake, which,
along with other lakes, most of all attracts the attention
of tourists with its beauty and attractiveness, is Iskander-
kul Lake.

If the largest lake in the country is Khovarkul in the
Eastern Pamirs, the deepest lake is Lake Sarez, located in
the Pamir Mountains.

And the most mysterious and beautiful lake, which
is often called “The Pearl in the Heart of the Mountains”
and “The Precious Stone in the Ring”, is Iskandarkul
Lake, located on the slopes of the Fan Valley among the
mountain ranges of Zarafshan and Hisor. It is located at
an altitude of 2,195 meters above sea level, with an area
of 3.5 cubic kilometers and a depth of 72 meters. Iskan-
darkul begins from the Saratogh and Khazormech riv-
ers, its lower reaches at a distance of more than 30 km is
the Fondarya River, which later joins the Zarafshan Riv-
er. At the same time, in the part where the water of the
lake flows into Fondaria, a waterfall flows down from a
height of 43 meters, which the local population calls the
Niagara of Fondarya®.

Over the past few years, most foreign tourists have
visited Lake Iskandarkul. Back in 1870, a group of re-
searchers led by the Russian scientist Alexei Fedchenko
visited this area, which is reflected as a historical monu-
ment with the inscription “Russians - 1870” on a rock on

the bank of Iskandarkul.

You can hear many legends and stories about this
lake from the local population and historians.

A legend is told that during the conquests, Alexan-
der the Great (Iskandar Zulkarnain), returning from In-
dia in this area, met with the inhabitants of the village,
who resisted him, did not surrender. Alexander the
Great ordered his army to turn the river towards the vil-
lage in order to drown people and capture them. As a
result of these actions of Alexander the Great, during the
campaign from Central Asia to India, this lake appears,
which was named after him'.

In this regard, other lakes also have secrets of their
appearance, which are evidence of the ancient history
and rich culture of our region.

Today, over 60 reservoirs have been built in Tajiki-
stan, the largest of which are Nurek, Kairakkum, Sarband
and Baipazin. Along with the generation of electricity for
the population, the reservoirs simultaneously serve the
development of socio-economic sectors, the country’s in-
dustry, agriculture and animal husbandry, fish farming
and poultry farming, and as regions of recreation and re-
laxation, the development of tourism.

The government is taking comprehensive measures
to balance the generation and use of electricity through
the reconstruction of existing hydroelectric power plants,
the construction of new power generation facilities and
the introduction of modern methods of their economical
use. In turn, the reservoirs of hydroelectric power plants
contribute to ensuring reliable long-term and seasonal
regulation of the water channel, preventing floods and

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reducing the consequences of dry years.

It should be noted that throughout the history of Ta-
jikistan, the last factor that attracted Moscow’s attention
was the hydropower potential. This circumstance was fa-
cilitated by two main factors: first, for the development of
cotton growing in neighboring countries with huge land
resources. Experts categorically recommended that with-
out the construction of dams and reservoirs, it is impos-
sible to obtain the required volume of cotton cultivation.
The second factor had in mind the development of new
lands, first of all, the increase in water resources. The fea-
tures of the relief of Central Asia demanded the use of
powerful electric pumps for pumping water and irrigat-
ing land. A respectful view of the history of Tajikistan
during the Soviet period indicates that the construction
of hydroelectric power plants in Tajikistan was the main
factor in the agro-industrial development of the Central
Asian region'.

Currently, about 98 percent of Tajikistan’s electricity
is generated by hydroelectric power plants. The hydro-
power potential of Tajikistan reaches 527 billion kilowatt
/ hours, of which only 5-6 percent is currently used.

Realizing this circumstance, in the first years of inde-
pendence, the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan
set specific tasks for the relevant structures to maintain
the country’s large hydroelectric power plants in good
working order, prepare a plan for their reconstruc-
tion, and build new stations, including Sangtuda-1 and
Sangtuda -2, and the continuation of the construction of
the largest Roghun HPP.

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Of course, in those years there were no financial and
logistical capabilities to complete all the tasks, but plans
were being prepared for their implementation in the near
future. It is thanks to these plans and programs, drawn
up on the basis of the far-sighted instructions and in-
structions of the Head of State Emomali Rahmon, in ac-
cordance with the available opportunities, creative work
began and in subsequent years the construction of new
hydropower facilities reached a new level.

The largest strategic facility in the Republic of Tajiki-
stan, which is considered the largest hydropower facility
in Central Asia, is the Roghun HPP.

It should be noted that the project for the construc-
tion of the Roghun HPP was drawn up in the days of
the Soviet Union and construction work began in 1976,
the annual design capacity of which was 13.1 billion
kWh of electricity. After the collapse of the Soviet Union,
construction work was stopped. Thanks to the creative
guidance and guidance of the Leader of the Nation, con-
struction of the station was resumed in 2004, and its first
unit was launched in 2018. At present, two of its units are
efficiently functioning.

The use of huge hydropower capacities in Tajikistan
to provide the countries of the region with ecologically
clean electricity - one of the foundations for the develop-
ment of a “green economy”, can seriously affect the re-
duction of greenhouse gas (carbon) waste emissions into
the atmosphere.

According to the project, the Roghun HPP is the larg-
est hydroelectric power plant in Central Asia; its dam is
335 meters high. The leader of the nation, President of
the Republic of Tajikistan, respected Emomali Rahmon,
having personally participated in the blocking of the
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Vakhsh river bed, initiated the construction of the dam of
this hydroelectric power station'.

We know very well that some experts from the coun-
tries of the region, expressing their protest against the
construction of the Roghun hydroelectric power station
and speaking from high international tribunes, gave it a
political coloring. Through speeches and publishing arti-
cles, they protested that the construction of such a hydro-
electric power plant with the highest dam poses a threat
in the region, and in the event of the construction and
commissioning of this hydroelectric power plant, the
Central Asian states will face the problem of a shortage
of drinking water?.

Despite the attempts to create obstacles for the con-
struction of this largest and fateful object of the century
for the population of Tajikistan, the President of the Re-
public of Tajikistan, esteemed Emomali Rahmon, speak-
ing from the high tribunes of international organizations
and institutions, assured the experts of the energy and
environmental industry with absolute confidence that,
on the contrary, the Rogun HPP is being built in accor-
dance with international building standards, and if it is
put into operation, not only will a huge resource of wa-
ter be formed in the constructed reservoir, but also eco-
logically clean electricity will be produced. Water, which
flows without any benefit in winter, accumulating in the
reservoir, will be used in the summer season when the
demand for it increases.

When fully commissioned, the Roghun HPP in the
cascade of hydroelectric power plants on the Vakhsh Riv-

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er can annually generate over 17 billion kWh of electric-
ity.

Currently, other largest hydropower plants in Tajiki-
stan are effectively operating Nurek HPP on the Vakhsh
river with a capacity of 3000 MW and an average annual
electricity generation of 11.2 billion kWh' and Baipaz-
inskaya HPP with a capacity of 600 MW and an annual
electricity generation of 2.5 billion kWh?.

In this regard, in order to increase the volume of elec-
tricity generation and thereby achieve energy indepen-
dence of the country, the Government of the Republic
of Tajikistan, under the leadership of the Leader of the
Nation, has approved a special plan. Based on this action
plan, it is envisaged to build a number of hydroelectric
power plants, including HPPs “Shurab”, “Nurobod-1”,
“Nurobod-2”, “Fondarya”, “Sanobod”, “Sebzor”, ther-
mal power plants “Fon-Yaghnob” and others.

Water also plays an important role in agriculture and
is the main source in the implementation of one of the
national goals - ensuring food security and access of the
population to quality food.

The efforts of the leadership of the state and the Gov-
ernment of Tajikistan today are aimed at irrigating dry
fallow lands, filling the country’s consumer market with
fruits and vegetables and food products of domestic pro-
duction.

To this end, new canals and irrigation systems are
erected every year on the basis of creative initiatives,
suggestions and instructions and instructions from the
Leader of the Nation, and thus hundreds of hectares of

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fallow lands are returned to agricultural use. Depending
on the climatic conditions and the area of location, lands
that have been out of agricultural use for years are trans-
formed into gardens and vineyards, into fields for sow-
ing vegetables.

Therefore, the demand of the world market for en-
vironmentally friendly high-quality fruits and vegeta-
bles in Tajikistan is growing, which is produced using a
minimum amount of chemical fertilizers. Sweet fruits of
Tajikistan - such as apples and pomegranates, pears and
apricots, plums and cherries, grapes, figs, lemons, as well
as dried fruits - pistachio and almonds, raisins and nuts
are always in demand and are in great demand in the
markets of foreign countries.

The export of goods and products, the development
of foreign investments, contribute, on the one hand, to the
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enrichment of the state budget, on the other hand, to an
increase in cultivated areas, the import of modern tech-
nology and equipment and an increase in the well-being
of the population.

The constant care and attention of the Head of State
to the development and prosperity of the country’s so-

During this time, in most villages
and settlements and in the most remote regions of the
country, whose population suffered from a shortage of
drinking water, water supply lines were drawn.
